The current issue of The Dioces-
an Tunes, official organ of the
Church of England in Nova Scotia
and Prince Edward Island, contains
the following interesting sketch of
the history of St. John's Church,
St. Eleanor's, the cover of the
magazine having a picture of the
church:

The village of St. Eleanors was
found:d about the year 1800 by
Colenel Harry Compton, the prin-
cipal land owner. Rev. Thos. Adin
having been installed in Charlotte-
town as Rector of St. Paul's Church
there, Rev, L. H. Jenkins was ap-
pointed to the mew Parish of St.
Eleanors in the summer of 1823;
and in 1824 his stipend having been
guaranteed by the S.P.G., Rev. Dr.
Jenkins was installed as the first
St. Eleanors Rector. There being
no Church bullding, the first divine
services were held at “The Pavil-
lion”, the residence of Colonel
Compton, the Rector finding teme
porary quarters at Mr. George Tan-
ton’s. Under the energetic efforts
of* the parishioners of that time,
the new rectory was bulilt and fin-
ished in the autumn of 1826, so
that Rev. Dr. Jenkins was enabled
to take possession. In 1827 Rev.
Dr. Jenkins removed to Charlotte-
town, to assume the recorship of
St. Paul’s, while Rev. Wm. Walker
became the Rector of St. John’s
.Church, St. Eleanors.

.In 1826, before the departure of
Rev, Dr. Jenkins, the ground on
which ‘the mew church was to be
built, and also the church yard,
were consecrated by Bishop Char-
les Inglis, and on January 9th, 1831,
Rev. A. V. G. Wiggins became Rec-
tor, and preached his first sermon
in his new charge of St. Eleanors.
The church building was then 48
oy 30, with a tower 60 feet high.
