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- A TIMELY REBUKE

One good wholesome lesson: has come from ‘the
ranks of the Federal Opposition; one wholesome les-
son and one wholesome rebuke. It is the speech of Dr.
Michael Clark; Liberal member for Red Deer, Sask,
and will be found elsewehre in this paper.

"“The circumstances under which the speech was de-
fivered: were familiar enough, familiar not only in Ot-
tawa but right here in Charlottetown. Canada and the
Empire engaged in a life and death struggle ; the best
blood of the nation being shed like water on the battle-
fields of Europe; practically every home in Canada
either mourning or anxipus—and a band of Opposi-
tionists clected by their constituents to do’ some real
work for-their country, frittering - their own and the
country’s time away over “the promotion of a paymas-
ter in Torotito and the supply of Condensed Milk to the
troops in Prince Edward Island”!

Dr. Clark is a Liberal of the Liberals, a strong par-
ty.man with strong party affiliations. He listened
to his fellow oppositionists in their petty, carping cri-
ticism, their faultfinding for faultfinding’s sake, their
whalesale condemnation of everything the Government
had done in connection with the war—and, vexed ta
the soul: he fired this scathing rebuke which fell like a
bombshell among his colleagues. “There is room, he
said. “for grave doubt whether we are not losing our
sense of proportion in the greatset crisis that has ever
been passed_through by this country, by the Empire,
by the world and by the world’s prospects of the ad-
vance of civilization.” And he was. big enough to ad-
mit and to “stand behind the clear-eyed purpose of the
Prime Minister” and to erpress the opinion that the
thoughts and-efforts of the people of Canada were like-
wise behind him. He was préud‘to be a citizen of Ca-
nada because 6f what the Government ‘of Canada had
done in this work.

Those who have read with any care the proceedings
in the House of Commons during the present session,
who have read the carping criticism by members over
petty things, who haye followed the extravagant and
unfounded charges. of corruption made regardless of
their effect upon the Dominion or the nation, reardless
of the hindrance to Canada’s efforts or the comfort
to her enemies, will agree with Dr. Clarke that the
“sense of proportion” has been lost sight of and that
men who sheuld be better employed are ~disgustingly
wasting their time,—defaming their country and falsi-
fying their own and their fellow members’ position
simply in the hope of getting a party advantage.

In our Legislature similar reprehensible means have
been adopted for a similar reason. Looking backward
over the recent-election campaign and over the work: so
far of the present session, what do we find? Charge
after charge against the Government repeated over and
over again, and not one of them ever substantiated af-
ter the most thorough examination ; scandal after scan-
dal repeated ad nauSeam after they had been proved
to the hilt to be nothing but malicious scandal.
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act the Dr. Michael Clarke part and shame his fellow
members into at least 4 scmblance of decency until the
war is over? Meantime we commend a careful peru-
sal of Dr. Clarke'’s speéch to the purveyors of such
campaign scandals as have done duty duritig the recent
election and have since become incorporated into. the
proceedings of the Legisfature, .

It has been. said that there are ‘three classes of poor:
“God’s poor,” “The Devil’s Poor,” and “Poor Devils.”
This is prokably trtte. There are the unfortunate who
cannot heip their poverty, there are those who have
brought their poverty upon themselves and there are
the unfortunate victims of circumstances for which
they are not.to blame. It is not for us to probe too
deeply into causes except to remove them wherever
possible. “The victims are the wards of the Christian
community in ‘which they live and that community is
both responsible for the cause and obliged to mitigate
the effects. The Free Dispensary holds out a helping
hand to the poor without too much cavilling as to the
cause of the poverty and this is real and Christian help-
fulness. - How much more miserable the poor would
be in their sicknesses were it not for the Christian cha-
rity of their meighbors! How infinitely poor in all
that i¢ worth while would the neighbors be if it were
not for this outlet for their Christian Charity.

We trust the envelopes that will be left with citi-
zenis on Friday will on Monday morning be a worthy
measure of the Christian spirit of our citizens and that
as-a result many of our poor will be able to realize that
there is something worth while inChristianity.

GOOD ROADS

The scientific American says that the road question
is one of the biggest on the economic harizon to-day.
The prosperity of any country depends largely upon
the transportation facilities and the high-ways are the
most essential part of the transportation system. In
America we have been so busy building railroads for
the last forty years that we have allowed 6ur high-ways
to be neglected and roads over which His Majesty’s
mails were carried by four horse coaches are now grass
grown. - On railroads the freight rate is brought to
one tenth of the original charge, the cost now rarely
exceeding 3¢, per ton mile. The lowest point has prob-
ably beeti feachedrin freight charges on railways and
the only reduction we can make:-now is on the cost of
hauling over otr roads to the railway station. If you
were trayelling in the country roads in England to-day
you would meet or pass a traction-engine heauling a
long train of wagons with freight at every three and a
half miles on air‘average. ~There are now upwards of
10,000 of the road traction-engines on - the country
roads of England. Now that the country is fairly well
supplied- with railroads thé cry is ‘back to the high-
ways’ and in the next few years there will be more ac-

in building railroads. Last year the province of Que-
bec spent up-wards of six million dollars on the making
and improving of the country roads. .The time to make
carth roads is immediately after the frost comes out
and before the ground hardens, and the road machines
and the road drags are the proper instruments in the
making and maintaining of these roads. It is now up
to our road masters and the people generally to attend
to the road making during the present and succeeding
weck. i
