“1"was wonderfully lucky to escape.
We none of us thought it was going
to be such a terrible business, and
when we first sighted the submarine
at about half past twelve, we joked
alout if, and hoped it would blow uss
up quickly. While the last boat was
on the point of being lowered the
torpedo was fired. In the meanwhile 1
had jumped over the side into a boat’
which containéd about fifty people.
We pulled away from the Falaba as
fast a we couldsso as to avoid being
capsized -in the swirl when she sank.
We found water pouring into the boat.
We put some of the “black chaps” on
to bail, but we were unable to keep
down the rising water. We rowed
away as fast as we were able,” - add-
ed Corporal Turnbull, “but very soon
the water in the boat was up to our
waists,” and things began to look
very black. At last we sighted the Ei-
leen Emma, and she took us on bhoard.
The cold was intense, and there werc
many amongst us dead.
