THE LIBE
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OTTAWA.— The incidents and de
velopments in connection with the Mi-
litary Service Bill during the past
two days will stand out as the most
surprising and incredible in the po-
litical history of Canada.

Up till Tuesday morning the Liber-
al Congeriptionists gave it to be dis-
tinctly understooq that on no account
would they support Sir Wilfrid Lau
rier in his efforts to obstruct the pas-
sage of the Miltary Service Bill. On
Monday evening a caucus of the Lib-
eral Conscriptionists was held and
on Tuesday the government was met
with an amendment to their resolu-
tion for the extension of parliament,
moved by Mr. George P. Graham and
secotided by Mr. F. I'. Pardee, to the
effect that the motion be deferred till
those bhest able to pay be asked to
contribute. their full share of the cost
of the war and agriculture and other
industiies be organized for the pur.
pose of doing their bit in the war.

This was equivalent to a vote of
want of confidence in the government
and evidently was engineered by the
Liberal machine for the purpose of
entrapping the Liberal Censcription-
ists and compelling them to choose
forthiwith, and before organization, be-
tween Sir Wilfrid Laurier and  Sir
Robert Borden. Had the 19 Liberal
Conseriptionists, apart from Graham
and Pardee the former Sir Wilfrid's
first lieutenant and the latter  his
Chief Whip, they would have read
themselves out of the Liberal party.

! favor. He referred to the increase
of the provincial ‘debt under Lib:
eral rule from less than $200,000 to
ovér a million dollars when they
were turned out of office, thus in-
creasing the debt by over $800.000.
Had' the Liberal Government in 1907,
presented their claims at Ottawa, as
they were invited to do, instead of
doing nothing and taking what was
offcred, they would have obtained. the
$100,000 which the Conservatives oh-
tained with the door practically lock-~
ed against them by the representativ-
es of the Liberal ‘party gent to Otta-
wa at that time. The province lost
$100,000 which they should have ob-
tained annually, from 1907 to the
time it was secured by ex-Premier
Mathieson and the Hon, A, E. Arsen-
ault, now  Premier. This amount
‘would, if secured by them, as it
should have been, would have wiped
off the debt of $800,000 which they
had rolled up while in office,
