With Mind Vigor

VATICAN CITY, Feb. 9—(CP)—
Pope Pius XI today is a stooped
man, 8) years old, with face ashen,
&tepi slow and gestures pathetically

reak.

‘There still is fire in his eyes and
his lips brave the ire of the great
dictators, but the real wonder is
that he sits at all on the throne
of St. Peter, On Sunday, Feb. 6,
the pontifical flag flew over the
Vatican buildings to mark the 16th
anniversary of his accession,

His Holness plans at Easter to
preside at the Pascal high mass in
St. Peter's. Preparations for can-
onization will' require him to pre-
side over dozens of meetings of the
Congregation of Rites. Perhaps he
will give final approval for the
beatification of his favorite pre-
decessor, Pcpe Pius X, whose name
he took and whose cae for saint-
hood already bhas been filed.

With mental vigor surprising in
one who had been so ill, the Pope
has tackled three major problems
—the spread of bolshevism, the
development of neapagani-m in
Germany and the suppression of
Cathoile activitiés by the Nazi
government, and the religious sit-
uation in Spain,

Ony a year ago Pope Pius lay
near death in his sparsely-furn-
ihed apariment at the Vatican
palace. Newspapers in every  land
carried bulletins on his cond tion,
and the world's 350,000.000 Cath-
olics awaited late reports anxious-

ly.

Pope Pius him-elf has thanked
God for his almost miraculous re-
covery and has asked all Catholics
to join in the thanks. His per onal
physician, Dr, Aminta Milani, says
the Pcpe's own will to live was
the best medicine. Athough, His
Holine’s was unafraid of death
and said repeatedly he had re-
signed himself to God, he declared
also that he was determined to
live and work fcr the church,

yvzed his legs for many weeks. To
meet these threats, Dr. Milani or-
For the hardening of
ies, he admitted thc. was
no oure.
