OXLEY IS DEAD

A Fascinating and Prolific Canadian
Writer Died in Toronto—Was Born
in Halifax Nearly Fifty-two
Years Ago.

ToroxTo, Sept, 0—(5p cia)) -J. Macdon.
ald Oxley, the wel! knosn author died
here today.

Mr, Oxley was born in Halifax in 1835,
and educated at the Grammar School and
Dalhousie University, graduating B, A.
with honorsin 187¢. He was called to the
bar in Halifax in 1878 and practiced there
five years. Duving that period he editeéd
three volumnes of court decisions and

contributed to the law juurnals,
