A New Gibraltan

It is reassuring to learn from the corréspond-
ent of The Times of London that Gibraltar has
been strengthened greatly.  For fifteen months
pneumatic drills have been boring new galleries
in the heart of the Rock. The correspondent de-
scribes the scene underground as still present-
ing a Dantesque picture of toil, although the work
is close to completion. A vast sub-surface city
can now house the garrison in case of siege.
There are available guns, ammunition, food and a
water supply sufficient to enable defenders to
rival the famous endurance of 1779-83, when the

Rock stood sicge for more than three years.
There is also a well-protected fuel reserve for
the airplanes participating in the defense.

Women, children and the aged have been
banished from the population, which has come
down from the normal 15000 of peacetime to
p fifth of that number, almost all men between
the ages of 18 and 45 engaged in essential tasks.
Some thousands more are admitted daily from
Spanish territory for civilian duties and are eager
to enter because food and even luxuries are
cheaper and more plentiful there than in any
town in Spain. This shifting population, how-
ever, must depart at nightfall and is admitted
again only after the strictest scrutiny. There is
no blackout except in the event of an air-raid
warning, but naval posts and batteries are fully
manned day and night.

There are two probable eventualities in the
changing kaleidoscope of this war which would
bring Gibraltar back into the picture. One would
he an Axis occupation of the Spanish peninsula,
bringing about an immediate state of siege. The

other would be the cession by the Vichy Govern-
