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Eggs Fight With Moss.

A French naturalist recently had
the rare opportunity of observing
an intensely interesting struggle
for existence between an egg and
a moss plant,

The egg was that of lizard which
had been deposited on a cushion,
of moss. It was enclosed by b
white protective covering of leath-
er -like toughness.

The moss on which the tip of
the egg rested secreted at  the
point of contact a substance that
aradually dissolved the leathery
shell of the egg.

When there was no longer any
resistance, the stem of the moss
nlant penetrated the shell and

sent its branches through the
substance of the egg, emerging at
the opposite end. l
