A Letter To Stalin

A remarkable document has been forwarded to
josef Stalin, Soviet dictatqr, th.rough the Soviet
embassy in London, It is signed by leading
members of the British Independent Labour
party, and it bluntly tells Mr. Stalin what they
think of the preseut political’ tendencies in the
land of Communism.  The significance of the
message lies in the fact that the signatories are
all men more or less openly favorable to Com-
mumist doctrines, and tnat it denounces the trea-
son trials now going on in Russia as “an out-
rageous travesty on the most elementary human
tights and a bestial crime against the most fun-
damental advances towards social decency regis-
tered by mankind.”

The letter is calculated to place Stalin on the
horns of a dilemma. It argues that either the ac-
clisations against the co-workers of Lenin are
false, or “we would be compelled to conclude
that there was something inherently wrong in
the Russian revolution to attract such degenerate
types 'to the top of the ladder of leadership.”

The “letter goes on to say that Stalin cannot
possibly realize how much harm he is doing the
ideals of socialism, “The most bitter foes of the
Saviet system,” it says, “could never have done
as much to shake the faith of class-conscious
workers and to cause doubt and demoralization
in their ranks. You are committing a grave error
if you think that this savage terror strengthens
the international position of the U.S.S.R. against
the threat of attack of the facist and imperialist
powers, On the contrary, the position of the
U.S.S.R. is being disastrously weakened. We
know that in Britain the trials and executions,
the firing squads, and ‘suicides’ have served only
to paralyze working class opinion on hehalf of
the U.S.S.R. and to strengthen immeasurably
the hands of the Chamberlains and Halifaxes in
their moves to isolate the Soviet Union.”
