LONDON, Dec. 14 — (CP) —The

British Commonwealth in 1947 lost
the Empire of India and gained
two new Dominions — India and
Pakistan — where 300,000,000 In-
dians now live with the same in-
dependence as Canadians.

The tide of change flowed strong-
ly in Commonwealth affairs, but
history has no parallel for the
peaceful surrender of power in
British India where new .flags re-
place the Union Jack and none
interferes with the decisions of

ued Commonwealth assoclations
with honor to the King, whose
throne remains the link between
scattered Commonwealth and Em-
pire territorles,

Burma, with her 17,000,000 peo-
ple, chose the way of complete in-
dependence. With the blessing of
the British government she has
started out as a free state with
no more than friendly relations
with the Comfmonwealth of which
she was part. Ceylon, with 6,000~
000 citizens, hastens towards'Do-
minion status on the same basis
as India and Pakistan, with free
elections already held.

Across the world, in the West
Indies, 22 delegates representing
3,000,000 people in Atlantic colon-
ial territorles, met in Jamaica to
take the first steps towards feder-
ation for their mutual benefit. The
British government will encourage
programs of economic self-suffic-

of self-governing territories.

After discus-
sions by nationallty experts In
London such common citizenship,
to be displayed when they travelled
abroad, appeared to be desirable
for Commonwealth residents in
addition to the local citizenship
they enjoy as Canadians, Austral-
fans, Indians or South Africans.

Eire was drawn closer to ths
Utiited Kingdom by co-operaticn
in the face of common economic
difficulties. Eire continued to pro-
test the partition of Ireland hut
Northern Ireland, which still sends
members to the British House of
Commons, sald it wanted nothing
better than continued close as-
soclation with the United King-
dom.

! secretary to Bonar Law when the

| chequer in 1916.

. As Pinancial Secretary to the
Treasury the following year he
:made a gift of £500,000 ($2,000,- ¢
000) toward the redemption of
the national debt. The gift, about
ome-fifth of his estate, was made
under conditions of great secrecy
and it was not for fears after-
wards that it leaked out.

In 1022, after the downfall of
the coalition Government of David
Lloyd George, he became Chan
cellor of the Exchequer. He be-
came Prime Minister when Bonar
Law resigned.

Tord Baldwin's first government
did not last long. He went to the
country after a speech urging in-
troduction of a modified system
of tariffs to help British industry.
His party remained the largest in
the. House at the new election, but
the Liberals decided to support tne
Labor Party and resigned the
premiership to the late Ramsay
MacDonald.

When MacDonald went to the
country after only 287 days in
office and failed to secure a ma-
jority, Lord Baldwin returned to
office at the head of the largast
majority Parliament had seen.'
Winston Churchill was glven a°
place in his new government.

—a position now held by Churchili
—from 1923 to 1937 he was in-
strumenta] in giving 5,000,000 wo-
men the vote by his equal fran-
chise bill, which put all women
from 21 to 30 on the polling lists.

Lord Baldwin was one of tne
first Britons to foresee the mtnace
of Nazism. He created % sensaton
in the House of Commons on July
31, 1834, when he sated that “Bri-
tain’s new frontiers are on the
Rhine.”

He earned a reputation for sim-
plicity and lack of interest in the
pplmcal limelight. As a speaker,
he was at his best when delivering
ceremonial addresses such as that
at the death of King George V.

The Peer is survived by two
sons and four daughters. The heir
to his title is Viscount Corvedale,
a Labor member of the House of
Commons, whose elevation to the
House of Lords will cause a by-
election for the Commons seal.
Countess Baldwin died in June,
1945, They had celelrated their
golden wedding anniversary threc
years before. Cremation is to take
place in Birmingham, Wednesday
or Thursday.

Communists Fail

To Gain Support

In France, ltaly

In two years of manoeuvring

Russia has falled to occupy any
important positlons beyond those
she held at-the end of the shoot-
ing war, and it begins to appear
that the “cold war” now will be
fought out on a front which is
becoming relatively stabilized.

Developments in  France and
Ttaly indicate that the Commun-
ists are not strong enough to pull
either country into the Russian
sphere, thus dashing Moscow’s
hope to use all of Europe as a
base for economic aitack on the
remainder of the capitalist world.

As pointed out by a United
States congressional sub-commit-
tee, there remains the possibility
that, if they do fall to take over
France and Italy through quasi-
legal means, the ‘Communists
might resort to force. There are
two factors, however, which mili-
tate against that.

First, it Is increasingly obvious
that the support the Communists
have obtained among the French
and ‘ Italian people Is economic
rather than political, and that no
great proportion of the population
in either country can be persuaded
to revolt,

Secondly, such an attempt. if
the Communists could rally en-
ough strength, would probably
produce civil war. And civil war
in PFrance or Italy now would con-
tain a far greater threat of
soreading into a general conflict
than did the Spanish Civil War,
which became a testing ground
for the Second World War. Every
Russian action shows that she is
going to run no knmediate risk
of that.

Her reaction to the refusal of
Iran to go through with a post-
war promise of oil concessions has
been comparatively mild. Although
the situation in Greece remains
serious ,there are some signs that

the Bolshevists are permitting the

guerrilla war to die out, and every
sign that they have no intention
of permitting it to develop into a
general Balkan rumpus.

Moscow’s attitude toward . Tur-
key has been much less belliger-
ent since the Turkish army be-
came, for practical purposes, an
advanoce outpost of American mil-
{tary power, Molotov demonstrates

There is still great fear of Rus-
slan economic conquest in Scan-
dinavia, but on the whole it ap-
pears now that the demarcation
line between Russian-held and
Allled - held territory has become
the front for the cold war.

It will be waged by the Allies
with economic weapons, and by
the Bolshevists with both econ-
omic weapons and sabotage. Faile
ure of the Reds to occupy France
and TItaly—if that does-prove te
be the ultimate outcome of the
present campaigns—will not pre-
vent them from fomenting strikes,
trying to dry up any exchange of
goods between Western FEurope
and the food-surplus—-areas under
Russian control, and doing every=
thing else possible to foster a col-
lapse of the western world. They
will keep it up, perhaps for years,
until it succeeds or until they are
beaten by a demonstration that
people everywhere have more to
gain under western democracy
than under any sort of totalitar-
ianism.
