Each of the two Houses of the
British Parliament has certain p.ow
ers and rights which the other House
does not possess, In regard to the
question now at issue between 1he
two Houses we may quote Chambers’
incyclopedia as below:

“The Commons have the exclusive
right te impose taxes and vote
money for the public service, The
Lords cannot even make an altera-
tion in a bill of supply, except to
correct a clerical error. The Lords
are not even entitled to insert in any
bill any pecuniary penalties, or to
alter the amount or application of
any penalty imposed by the Com-
mons, If a bhill containing provi
sions which make a Pecuniary charge
on the public originates in the Lords,
“ny such pravisions are struck out
in. the bill as sent to the Commons,.
