Anti - Olympic
OfficialsAsked
To Withdraw

(A. P by Guardian’s Special Wire)

NEW YORK, Dec. 29—The Am-
erican Olympic Committee, having
hurdled the major barriers in the
path of United States participation
in the Berlin games, today voted
to accept the resignations of cer-
tain committeemen and also to
