GREAT BRITAIN'S FOREIGN
TRADE OF HUGE VOLUME.

London ‘Statist,” in commenting on
the great achievement in the British
foreign trade in 1910 says England
has been able to pay her food, raw
materials, semi-manufactured and
fully rmanufactured products bill in
1910 without any difficulty, and also
to purchase a large guantity of col-
onial and foreign securities.

As to details the ‘Statist’ saysi—
‘First of all, value of goods exported
which are produce and manufactures
of the United Kingdom, has reached
the unprecedented total of £430,589,-
000. Secondly, interest on our for-
eign investments has been in the
neizhborhood of £175,000,000. Third-
ly, our great fleet or mercantile ves-
sels, net tonnage of which is now
nearly 12,000,000, and gross tonnage
of which is closa to 19,000,000, has
brought a great income to tkis coun-
try.. An estimate of income from
this source is £100,000,000 per an-
num.

In addition, there is an income
from ‘banking brokerage, insurance,
education, entertainment’ and other
invisible items of the trade with for-
eign nations of £300,000,000. In 1910
the ‘visible’ exports of £430,000,000
and the ‘invisible’ exports of up-
wards of £300,000,000, together have
given the country the power to pur-
chase .goods and securities from
abroad of a total value of upwards
of £730,000,000.

By these operations England was
able in 1910 to produce and pay for
£574,000,000 colonial and foreign pro-
duce, and for £165,000,000 of foreign
securities. The ‘Statist’ continues:—
‘A certain' portion of manufactured
goods we import could be produced
in this country. Great Britain has g
margin of purchasing power of near-
1y 50 per cent. actually available for
increasing her purchase of food and
raw materials.

In 1910 value of our net imports of
focod was £245,000,000, and value of
our net imports of raw materials was
£198,000,000,—a total of £443,000,000.
Of articles wholly or mainly manu-
factured, amounting to £129,000,000,
imported by Great Britain for con-
sumption, we should probably be com-
pelled in any case to purchase about
£80,000,000, consisting of metals we
do not produce, and of goods which
are specialtics of other lands, and
which we need for manufacturing pur-
poses.,

Thus in all we are now buying food
and raw materials and necessary
semi. and fully-manufactured articles
from other lands to value of about
#£528,000,000. Deducting this from the
£750,000,000 of goods we are able to
purchase by means of our exports,
interest, and services, there is a mar-
gin of nearly £220,000,000 available
for increasing our purchases of food
and raw materials when we need to
do so.’

The general effect of this exhibit is
important not--only to England, but
to the rest of the world, but the in-
fluence on the internal politics of
England will be of the highest im-
portance. The results of foreign in-
vestments in England are being felt
to a greater extent than ever. The
Suez canal has unquestionably added
not only to her commerce, hut ma-
terially to eflective military power of
England, Developments in Canada
are supplying new source for bread
and meat of the United Kingdom.
Total imports of the United King-
dom exclusive of new ships, in 1910,
wera valued at £678,000,000, ore im-
ports were £704,000,000 and net im-
ports were £574,000,000. Value of ex-
ports was £421,000,000 and excess of
imports over exports wes £153,000,-
000, Merchandise trade of the United
States amounted to $4,427,218,000 in
1910, of ‘which $1,864,411.000 was ex-
ports and §1,562,807,000 iraporteex-
cess of merchandise exports was
$301,303,000.

DEMOCRACY AND DESPOTISM.

There is a legend which tells how a
wicked heathen king ordered the holy
St. Denis to be beheaded, and how
the latter ran all the way irom Paris
to St. Denis carrying his head in his
hand that he might be buried there
and bestow his name upon the place.
When one thinks of the distance, he
is filled with amazement that anyone
could travel so far on foot in'a
headless condition; still one may sup-
pose that in such cases it is only the
first step that is difficult. The serib-
bler who has libelled the most Chris-
tian King, George V., may rejoice
that he did not live .in an earlier age
when good men and bad held their
lives at the caprice of despotism. He
published an outrageous slander ' on
the life of the proudest and most
powerful king in the world, stood his
trial in a court whose freedom ' is
guaranteed by the arms and hearts
of Englishmen, and received a sen-
tence no more severe than if he had
circulated the same report about a
man of his own stamp. 2

Under the old French monarchy a
letter would have been signed by the
king, and this would have consigned
him to a loathsome dungeon until he
died forgotten by all the world. This,
if he were a person of consequence;
otherwise he would be executed out
of hand. Today an imperial ukase
would do the work in Russia. 'The
