CALGARY, April, 10.—Persistent
rumors have it that the Alberta wheat
pool willl break away from the Cen-
tral Selling Agency. Interviewed to-
day, olficials here stated that the
future policy of the Alberta pool
would depend largely upon the re-
sult cf the compulsory pool vote in
Saskatchewan next June and also
upon the prospects’ for the reestab-
lishment of a Dominion wheat
board.

“There is nothing to be said at the
present time,” H. W. Wood, chair-
man of the board of the Alberta pool,
declared, “in view of the uncert-
tainty affecting so many angles of
the wheat marketing situation.”

If the compulsory pool is adopted
in Saskatchewan new problems will
face each of the western pools. Guar-
antees to the banks vary and the re-
lations of each pool to its elevator
system is differegb. It is understood
that the future pﬁlcy of the Alberta
pcol was discussed at some length at
the recent board meeting here but
that no decision was reached.

Oldest Colony.

ST. JOHN'S, Nfid, April 10—¢By
The Canadian Press)—Newfoundland
Just now is facing a puzzling acade-
mic problem, Whether the. Oldest
Colony shall continue to take pride
in that name, or shed its distinction
for the newer style of “Dominion”
depends .on the fate of three bills or
resolutions now before the House of
Assembly, The first is the proposed
Statue of Westminister, repealing the
Colonial Laws Validity Act, and per-
mitting & Dominion to maintain laws
“repugnant to the law of England.”
The others would authorize the ad-
option of a Newfoundland flag, and
change the Colonial Secretary's title
to Secretary of State.

Second reading of what is known
as the “Dominion Statue Bill” has
been deferred, ‘ the suplementary
measure being held over until final
disposition is made of the central
resolution, which, it is announced,
will be discussed in .camera by a
Joint session of both parties,
Judging from corespondence and
editorial comment appearing in the
daily press, Newfoundland wants to
remalin a colony. The Island has been
self governing and a dominion in ef-
fect, for years, but has never bother-
ed to assume the titles that go with
Diminion  status. Writing in the
Evening Telegram, Former Premier
W. 8. Munroe gives his views:

“At the Imperial Conference of
1926 Newfoundland was created an
autonomous community within the
empire equal in_ statue to Great
Britain and. her oversea dominions.
This was not acclaimed by the local
press, by the people, nor by their
representatives at the Conference as
being .any material advantage to us.
My attitude during the conference
was that Newfoundland was satis-
fied to continue relationship with
Great Britain as it then stood, and
that we preferred to be the Oldest
Colony to being the youngest Domin-
ion.

“Why are we now bothering about
a change of flag? Surely the old
Brlt}sh Ensign is still good enough’
for us?”

Another writer “sees no reason
why Newfoundland should not ac-
cept the changed status without the
necessity of passing special ‘legislat-
fon. We have never, since respon-
sible government was granted, felt
that we were in any way restricted
in scope or subject, to interference
from the Home Govenment—New-
foundlanid has always rejoiced in the
fact that it is Britain’s Oldest Col-
ony. We have never desired to be the
newest dominlon. Dominion status,
the right to determine our own af-
fairs in our own way, has been ours
since responsible government,  We
have never been denied our right to
take our place with the larger dom-
inlons at Colonial and Imperial con-
ferences. Since the privileges, if they
may be so called, that we would re-
celve by the ratification of the de-
cisions of the last Imperial Confer-
ence would not be denied us if the
present resolution were not passed,
and since  these privileges entail
neither moral nor intrinsic gain,
would it not be a graceful act if the
much vaunted loyalty of Newfound-
land were demonstrated by refusing
to see the necessity for making furth-
er progress in the Assembly with the
Resolution?”

The Telegram remarks editorially:
“Newfoundland accquires Dominion
status. Will that fact be any - the
more gratifying because it entails
our having to follow the lead of a
Dominion that is not satisfied to
remain in the Family of Nations, and,
if it does not see at least demands
the right to cut adrift, if it chooses?

WIMBLEDON, GATES
HONOR TENNIS HEROES

LONDON, April 10 (U. P.)—Specta-
tors and competitors at the Wim-
bledon lawn tennis tournament this
year will pass through gates erect-
ed to the memory of the late Do-
herty brothers, regarded as the finest
players Britain ever produced.

At the south-eastern entrance to
the All-English Club, where hith-
erto unsightly wooden barriers have
protected the courts from-unwelcome
visitors, a pair of wrought iron gates
are now being built, the gift of the
Reverend W. V. Doherty, brother of
the famous players.

Between 1897 and 1906 R. F. and
H. L. Doherty, “Big Do and Little
Do,” as they were always called, were
practically invincible in both sing-
les and doubles and made Britain
supreme in lawn tennis, R. F. Do-
herty held the single championship
from 1897 until 1906) and his brother
secured it from 1902 until 1906. The
pair took the doubles title on eight
occasions.

Schooled inthe jeweler’s trade, Mat-
thias W. Baldwin, founder of the
company, entered the service of the
firm .of Fletcher and Gardiner, sil-
versmiths, in 1817. Eight years later
he formed a partnership with David
Mason in the manufacture of book-
binders tools and cylinders for print-
Ing calico. The two men opened a
shop in Coffee House Alley and it
was here that Baldwin perfected his
first steam locomotive.

It was not until 1831 that he com-
menced to work on the construction
of his locomotive which was becom-
ing more important with the intro-
duction of steam on English railroads.

From then on the business grew
until it became necessary to move
from the original site on Lodge Al-
ley to Broad and Hamilton streets.
