“ T was this summer that I got my first gun,
lp\uzled me to find that my companions seemed to
see things to shoot at which T could not see at all,

One day they read aloud an advertisement in huge
letters on a distant billboard and I then realized that

+ sgomething was the matter, for not only was I unable to
read the sign but I could not even see the letters. I
dpoke of this to my father, and soon afterwards got my
first pair of speactacles, which literally opened an entirely
new world to me. I had no idea how beautiful the world
was until I got those epectacles, [ had been a clumsy
and awkward little boy, and while much of my clumsiness
and awkwardness was doubtless due to general character-
istics, a good deal of it was due to the fact that I could®
not see and yet was wholly ignorant that I was not seeing.
The recollection of this experience gives me a keen sym-
pathy with those who are trying in our public schools and
elsewhere to remove the physical causes of deficiency in
children, who are often unjustly blamed for be‘lng obstin-
abe or unambitious or mentally stupid.

This same summer, too, I obtained various new books
on animals and birds, including the pyblications of Spenc-
er Baird, for instance, and made.an industrious book study
of the subject. I did not accomplish “much in outdoor
study because I did not get my spectacles until lave in the
fall."

WELL KNOWN
JRSENN
A Great Caretaker
and has Handled
Some Big Winners

During His Car-
eer..

I first saw Frank Boutilier, the
well known Halifax trainer, some
15 years ago or more, when. he
wals winning races regularly " with
Sweet Little Simassie, 2.08%. At
that time Boutilier was handling
he stable of R. H. Edwards and
teg. Corbett, both prominent Hal-
fax men, and Frank had one of
:he best equipped and finest strings
of that day. :

(Boutilier has heen connected
vith racing a good many years.
Hde may be very properly termed
»ne of ‘the veterans of the sport in
the Maritime' Provinces, and es
pecially throughout these eastern
yovinces he is very well known.
During the past year or two Frank
18 not campaigned any large
stables, due to the fact that Hali-
{ax -hasn’t been so prominent in
-he light harness racing as that
city was in the good old days.
Perhaps the greatest horse that
Boutilier ever handled was Brage,
2.07%, a heautidful trotter that
Prank trained from a colt. During
his campaigns over -Maritime Pro-
vinces tracks Brage was a big
vinner, and there have been very
few higher class itrotters in Can-
wda than this Halifax-bred stallion.
After he had shown such excep-
tional speed in the Maritimes,
Brage was sold ito parties in the
United States, and under the care-
ful handling of one of the Bruise
boys, noted Grand Circuit trainers,
Brage scored some isensational vic-
tories. The horse is now in Eu
‘ope, where he has smashed hali
1 dozen track records, and is rated!
18 one of the greatest trotters on
the continent. ;

I often think that Boutilier-has
aever been given the credit for de-
veloping Brage that was rightly
due the Halifax trainer. When he
drove Simassie, Frank had a pretty
eady time, as the mare was the
pick of any pacer then penforming
in_the provinces. She reigned as
Queen of the Maritime turf, until
Frank Fox came down from New
England with his grand old battler
Gloria, 2.10%, and proceeded to
clean up the free-sfor-alls.

have often doubted Frank's judg:
ment in driving a race, but his re-
cord speaks for itself, and taken on

as a money winner. He was fortun-
ate in having as his employers men
who were able to go out and buy
the best speed possible, but it
must be said to (Boutilier's credit,
tlas he did most of the buying for
his patrons, that he seldom pick-
ed any “duds.” Most of his honses
were always in the money, and,
Boutilier seenied
erratic in his work on the track,
and inclined to find fault with of-
ficials who did not give him ' the
best of every break, still he is one
of the Iforemost trainers of the
Maritimes and entitled to recogni-
tion as such among racing ifans
| generally.

Boutilier has retired as an ac-
tive nace trainer. He is now in
oharge of Moir's stables in Hali-
fax, and I am told supervises the
attention ithat is given 100 black
horsels, all of which are used in
connection with the transportation
system of this large candy factory.
At important race meetings Frank
Boutilier is sought as an offigial
timer, being one «of the best clock-
ers that ever held this important

A. A. U. Makes Dis-
tinction Between
Those Who Break

Amateur Code.

What constitutes professional,
iem, according to the rulings of the
Amateur Athletic Union of Canada
is explained by one of the officials
of the Maritime branch, An ama-
teur. who competes in any sport
for money or who accepts a bonus
tor loss of time over and above ac-
tual travelling and hotel expenses,
who teaches athletic exercises or
sport for money, promotes sport
for gain or sold or pledged his
prizes thereby becomes a profess-
ional “within the meaning of the
A. A. U. definition and can never
be reinstated as an amateur, He. is
known as a Class A professional.

An athlete who competes again-
st a professional for a prize where
a gate is taken or under an assum-
ed name is known as a Class B
professional, He may, however, be
eligible for reinstatement.
