LONDON, Dec. 3 —(Tuesday) —
(CP) — German bombers concen-
trated overnight on a town in the
west of England which has been
repeatedly raided in recent nights,
but the rest of Britain enjoyed com-
parative quiet.

For the second time in a week,
London had no pre-midnight alarm.

In addition to the western town,
however ,a southwest town -under-
went its seventh successive attack,
and ralders also were over Liver-
pool, East Anglia, Wales and the
South coast area.

Bombs hurled by a single plane
on an east Anglian town caused a
number of casualties and entomb-
ments In a workers district.

The southwest town (which
might be Southampton, Bristol or
Plymouth, since all have been raid-
ed heavily of late) reported that
strong anti-aircraft fire drove the
raiders back out to sea before they
reached the town.

But in the western city apparent-
ly chosen for the night's assault,
the Germans followed their usual
procedure of hurling flares, then fire
bombs, and then high explosives.

Importation of
Refined oil to
Be reduced

OTTAWA, Dec. 2—(CP)—Reduc-
tion of imports of refined petrol-
eum products is aimed at in tariff
changes proposed today. e
changes include such products in
the list of licensed imports, Com-
modities coming under this head
will be admitted temporarily but
on a decreasing scale.

Finance Minister Ilsley told the
Commons that the oil controller
was making plans to ensure that
all Canada’s petroleum require-
ments would be “imported in the
most economical form  possible.”

“Permits for the importation of
gasoline will be restricted only af-
ter equitable arrangements have
been made by the oil contreller for

These
nclude: first, unmanufactured to-
bacco; second, automobiles and
motor vehicles other than passen-
ger automobiles; third, hardwoods
and veneers, and plywood; fourth,
‘raw silk and various partially
manufactured forms of natural
silk, but not artificial silk or sim-
ilar synthetic fibres; fifth, all pe=-
troleum froducts.
