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PROPOSED INCREASED INDEMNITY.

From time to time there ecrops upa
proposal to increase the indemnity of
members of the Federal Parliament.Now
we are told there is under discussion a
proposition to increase the salary of the
Premier t0 $20,000. We started out asa
Dominion with a Cabinet whose members
received $5,000 each in -additiou to their
sessional indemnity of $600, the latter
figure being the sessional pay of menibers
of the Senate and Commons, The great
men of those days, the Fathers of Con-
federation were well content to serve
their country on these terms. ;

We have had no greater men since their
day but we have had many men of lesser
calibre who are not content to serve for
such remuneration as the fathers received.
The time came when the parties most in-
terested, members of Cabinet and of
Parliament, raised their own wages ubont
§0 per cent all round. Thereafter members
of the Cabinet received $7.000 a8 year and
the Premier an extra thousand, making

198,000, and the indemnity of members of
Parliament became $1,000 per session. So
that at the present time the official
salaries, and indemnity takem together
make $0,000 for the Premier and $8,000 for
his ministerial colleagues, _

What begins at the top eventually finds
its way tot.he bottom in such matters,
and sowe have had in several of the
Provinces a like increase in the pay of
Cabinet Ministers and members of the
Legislatures. In Ontario, Quebec, Ncva
Scotiaand New Brunswick all the
salaries and indemnities were scaled up
at various times, until in proportion to
the importance of their daties and ‘the
time required to be devédted to the public
service the civil staff in most of the
Provinces are paid m-oportionally as well
as the federal officials. Itis at this stage
that we are confronted with the pro-
posal to'again increase the indemnity of
the federal members of Parliament by
one half.

‘We ought tolook at this proposai first
of all in the light of justice and secondly
in the light of what is to follew, for it
practically meansan increase sl the way
from top to bottom, which tke taxpayers
of the future must pay. Be it observed
that the movement does wnot eriginate
with the people.  No petition has called
for such a change, The move is made on-
the part of the men who want more pay,
and who are so plasced that they ean. legis~
