Flaming tanker

AN EAST COAST CANADIAN
PGiT, Dec. 3—(CP)—Five New-
foundland seamen, who escaped
from the flaming British tanker
La Brea after it had been tor-
pedoed off Scotland Aug. 24, wait-
ed in this port tonight for trans-
portation to their homes in the
old colony.

The sailors, brought here from
England, said their 6,665-ton ves-
sel, owned in the United States be-
fore the war, had been sunk by an
Italian submarine in a daylight at=
tack, The men rowed more than
24 hours in two lifeboats, reach-
ing South Uist island in the Heb-
rides.

Two men on the ship were kill-
ed—the British captain
Australian fireman. The
left with the tanker’s oil cargo
ablaze,

“The attack came without warn-
ing, aid Leonard Brown of Burin,
who ‘'was on watch when the tor-
pedo struck at 11.30 am. “After we
managed to get clear, the sub-
marine came to the surface and
got a look at us.”

“She wasn't far away,” he re-
counted, “and we could read the
markings on her conning tower.
©he was an Italian.”

Heavy seas were running at the
time, the seamen said. One of the
boats took 36 hours to reach land,
but the other made it in about 24
hours, &

Live Stock Figures

Increases in all the principal spe-
cles of livestock on Canadian farms
are noted in an official report is-
sued November 1, 1940, on the 1940
June survey of farm animals. The
greatest increase occurred in the
number of hogs which reached a
record of nearly 59 million head, a
gain of 37 per cent, over the 1939
June estimate of 4,294,000, Cattle
on farms, estimated a 8560000
head, showed a one per cent in~
crease on 10939, This is the first
increase in the numbers of cattle on
farms at June sine 1934,

For the second year in succes-
slon, numbers of horses on farms
at June 1 were higher than in the
former year, namely, 2858000, an
increase of 34,000 on the 2,824,000
estimated at June, 1939.

Sheep, estimated at 8,452,000,
showed am Increase of 85,000 over
the number at June, 1939. Hens and
chickens increased from 58.5 million
to 602 million which is the larg-
est number since 1931. Turkeys in-
creased from 2,476,000 at Jume,
1939, to 2,508,300 at June, 1940.
Ducks and geese alp showed in-
creases.

(AP)—This  port, familiar to
thousands of peacetime tourists as
a terminus of the Atlantic run,

The cumulative effect of a
three weeks’ rain of bombs cli-
maxed by the week-end's pound-
ing from waves of German rald-
ers, made the city look as bhatter-
ed as Coventry, but British offic-
ials estimated that war industries
suffered less than a five per cent
plant destruction.

I was unable to visit the dock
area hecause my way was blocked
bv debris frem wrecked homes on
either side of the highway from
the centre of town to the water-
frant.
