'0f Dairy Products
‘To 0ld Country

MONTREAL, Feb. 18 —(OP) —
The promise. the United Natlons
have given to provide- food for
liberated  countries, will necessitate
withdrawing products, from stocks
“that are.already in short supply,”
J. F. Singleton, chairman of the
Canadian Dairy Products Board
said here today. .

Singleton declared, = “naturally
conditions in theliberated areas
will operate: to restrict the’ kinds
of dairy products that - may be
supplied, For example, it 'would be
impracticable’ to supply such pro-
ducts ‘as cheese and ~butter to
areas which hnve rot suitable re-
frigeration ' facllities to take. oare
of the products after delivery.”. .
