DEFEATS FOR HITLER

A defeat for Herr Hitler s the
British discovery that the Luft-
waffe, tiiough powerful, is quite
vulnerable in combat with the
R.AF, and that German airmen
could not command the air suffi-
ciently to prevent the escape of the

Dunkirk. It was a major defeat for
Herr Hitler when, after announc-
ing to German leaders a year ago
that the Blitzkrleg would be com-
pleted by the collapse of Britain in
September, 1940, he was not able to
bring about that collapse.

It was another major defeat for
Herr Hitler when the American
people gave every indication at the
last presidential election that they
were overw!elmingly in favor of
sending all possible aid to uncen-
quered Britain,

The Nazi Fuehrer has sustained
these defeats because some of nis
most effective weapons have been
blunted. He must now advance to
the charge with new weapons 1
the use of which he is not so ex-

pert.
So far, he actually has used the
powerful German  Army, the

Wehrmacht which 22 years ago
was on the verge of conquering ail
Europe. This Army is not Herr
Hitler’s creation and its temporary
success is not a triumph for Nazi-
fsm so much as an effort toward
the victory that imverial Germany
was on the point of gaining kefcre
the arrival of the Amerieans tipped
the scales against it.

Even these essenti~l Nazi forms
of attack have been used sparingly,
the main work having been done
processes, the Nazi special contri-
bution to modern warfare,

Nazi bombers thave shatlered
many of Britain’s h'storic buildings
and the homes of thousands ol
noncombatant persons, but Herr
Hitler has not shattered Btitish
nerves, Winston <uurchill effec-
tively made the Briush people ‘m-
pervious to that danger when he
insisted on having all parties
united aga‘nst German aggression.
That unity was what Herr Hit'er
had spent five intensive years of
his Fud rership in working to
avert.

With that weapon blunted, Herr
Hitler now faces the prospect of
relying entirely upon arms to con-
quer Britain—which means callng
upon the Wehrmacht with all its
imperial and non-Nazi traditions.

In the middle of November he a'-
tempted a move along his own line
by trying to force the Balkan coun-
tries to line up with the Axis. He
sent for the ministers of Hungary,
Rumania, Bulgaria, if not also of
Yugoslavia. But this move, partly
owing to Greek successors against
Italy, partly owing to Britain's
stout defense, and more especially
owing to advice from Russ'a and
Turkey, ended In defeat. Rumania
and Hungary—already counted as
lest to the Axis—alone fell into lie
Nazi net.

Nazl Weapons

The weapons that so far have
carried the Nazis forward are the
Nazl-created air force, the threat of
which caused a British Prime Min-
ister to fly over to Mun‘ch to ac-
cept Herr Hitler's peace terms—
and the bombs which destroyed
Polish res'stance In three weeks;
and the Nazl-developed mechanical
divisions that swarmed, with
scarcely any--opposition, over te
length and breadth of France and
brought about its downfall in 45
days.

“When we began to educate
Africa, we made the m'stake of
starting with the men,” was the
recent statement made by TLord
Dufferin, Under Secretary of Col-
onles, In the British House of
Lords, “If you educate a woman,
you educate a whole family—pro-
bably ten or twenty people.” When

Common Pests
and Ways to
Destroy Them

NO 4. THE ANT A HARD
WORKING CREATURE
Ants are the most indefatigable
of insect workers and the almost
human social state their colonies
maintain s a subject of wide
scientific wonder, Interesting as
{1.ey may be their presence in the
home is none“the less objection-

able.

Those most frequently trouble~
some are the small black ant, the
tiny red ant and the ‘“thief” ant.
They are attracted by any kind of
j food. The typical ant colony re-
- volves about the regal presence of
one or perhaps several females,
called queens. The queen’s sole
duty is to lay eggs, her royalty be-
ing entirely a matter of fertil'ty
and reproductive capacity. The
“workers”, thousands of them to a
colony, are actually infertile, un-
developed females,

From the eggs, larvae or grups
hatch, most of them becoming
resting stage. At certain seasons,
workers after leaving {i:e pupal or
depending on the species, winged
ants, males and females, are pro-
duced. Then these “kings” and
“queens” swarm from the nest for
a nuptial flight. The males dle
after mating, while the females
found new insect dynasties of their
own, Queen ants often live as long
as ten years, matriarchs whose des-
cendants number many millions
during such an unusually long life-
time.

Control measures vary with the
species. In general, poison baits are
considered best, If the pests raid
the kitchen in the‘r ceaseless quest
for food, thorough and frequent
spraying witich will kill large num-
bers of the workers often sends the
colony elsewhere in seargh of food.
Treating the nests is likewise advo-
cated, Examine the sidewalk or
lawn around the house to find the
colony from which these tiny
creatures may be coming and pour
in some liqu'd spray. Carbon bisul-
phide is used for severe cases.
Punch holes in the soil about the
nest and pour about a tablespoonful
in each. Carbon bisulphide is very
inflammable and must be used with
due precautions, Also find {Ie point
where the ants are entering the
house and spray this
and as frequently as necessary with
T'quid insecticide.

Commercial ant traps with suit-
able poison bait are available, The

best of such traps provide two
types of bait, one a poisoned
sweet, the other a poisoned fat.

This is essential because all house-
hold ants are not attracted by
sweets, which explains why sweet-
ened baits sometimes fall. Traps
w''h irremovable tops are conveni-
ent and safe to use and will genor-
ally eI'minate these bothersome in-
sects in the course of a week or ten
days,

SUMMARY

For the third successful week
