They lie around a »t and
are not active enough, This winter
however, it was different. They
were always hungry and got plenty
of exercise, which T think is need-
ed at that time. I fed them a com-
mercial yeast supplement and al-
falfa leaf meal”

Fach sale during the past
few months has shown approxi-
mately 100 per cent. clearances with
buyers bidding keenly for all types
of furs. As yet it would be incor-
rect to say that run-away prices
are being paid. However if the sup-
plies of fine furs are as scarce as
reports indicate, the markets be-
tween now and the time that the
hew crop comes on the market, may
move to unsound, high levels,

It is only natural that producers
ghould wish to see as high a price
level established as possible. It Is
not, however, in the producers' in-
terests to have prices run so high
that these will invite action on be-
half of the powers that be. We
must not forget that under pres-
ent conditions governments may,
should they consider it necessary
to protect the interests of the con-
sumers in general, pass restrictive
measures over night. In gauging
present fur prices one must keep
in mind that ranchers' production
costs during the present vear are
likely to show a considerable in-
crease -over those of 1042, hence
today's good prices are justified
and tn line

A healthy sign in the present pic-

appear to be going directly into
manufacture. Whether such made-
up apparel go just as rapidly into
the hands of consumers s not quite
clear. Indications are that the
manufacturing trade, handicapped
by a labor shortage and scarcity
oI some essential materials that
80 into the manufacture of garm-
ents, such as linings, pins, eyelets,
etc., has a heavy black-log of or-
ders. A not unimportant percentage
of such orders now in the hands of
the manufacturing trade are plac-
ed by customers ahead of immed-
late requirements, a condition
which may later make itself felt
through a slackening off in retail
cales. The latter are — and have
been for some months—way ahead
of those of their preceding months
indicating that the nublic, fearing
higher costs and luxury taxes, are
buying next year's garments now

Whatever develops, it is common
sense to expect that when the new
Crop comes to the market this fall
and early winter, the buyers, un-
der pressure by the manufacturing
and retall trades will proceed ra-
ther cautiously in an endeavor to
bring the hjgh prices, that likely
will ‘have been established at the
early fall sales, to a level more in
line” with prices paid during April
and early May sales. With a good
visible iupgly ahead of them, buy-
ers may adopt a ‘wait and see’ at-
titude, lmiting purchases to take
care of immediate canmitments
only. However this may work out,
considering the present market
outlook, I do believe that the ranch-
ers may look forward to an active
market and continuing good prices
for this year's fur crop, keeping in
mind, that under war conditions
the old saying ‘nothing is certain
g_ut death and taxes,’ holds doubly

The protection
afforded the animals by the herd-
ers, who are in continuous attend-
ance, prevents any serious losses by J
wolves or other predators.

Canada’s reindeer herding experi-
ment continues to show progress
Since reindeer were introduced to
northern Canada by the Dominion
Government in 1935 for the benefit
of native Eskimos and Indians, there
has been a steady increasae in num-
bers of tie animals. In addition to
the original or main herd, two na-
tive herds have been developed and
are thriving. A long range project,
reindeer herding now forms an in-
dustry which is being carefully de-
veloped to serve the needs and in-
terests of the native population.

For centuries reinger have provid-
ed a means of subsistence for peo-
ples in various parts of northern
Europe and Asia. The introduction
of luese animals to Alaska from
Siberia during the latter part of the
nineteenth century relieved growing
destitution among natives along the
Arctic coast and laid the founda-
tions for an extensive industry. Con-

Arrangements were made in 1929
for the purchase of 3,000 reindeer
from Alaska, these animals to be
driven overland to the Canadian
range The vendors assumed res-
ponsibility for the drive, which en- I
countered many difficulties. Fin-
ally, on March 6th, 1936, 2,370 rein-
deer were delivered to the reserve
of 6,600 square miles which had
been established in 1933 on the egst
side of Mackenzie River Delta. A
reindeer station, including buildings
for the accommodation of staff and
supplies, and a corral for the deer,
were construced on the reserve.
Three Lapp herders and their fam-
ilies were brought from Norway to
assist in handling the animals on
arrival and in training  native
Eskimos as herders.

Since the reindeer were intrduced
to the reserve in Canada, excellent
results have been obtained. Annual
crops of healthy fawns have assured
a steady increase in numbers, per-
mitting the establishment of two
additional herds under native man-
agment near Anderson and Horton
Rivers, about 150 miles east of the
