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Probe Slaying
‘Of Refugee
Near Cttawa

OTTAWA, Dec. 21—Ontario Pro-
vincial Police tonight probed ‘the
mysterious slaying of a 36-year-
cld -Litiuanian farm hand who

apparently was Kkilled with an axe |

on a farm 13 miles east of here,

A displaced person, Napoleonas
Jonusas was found in a partiaily-
hanging position in the loft of a
machine shed on the farm of Mrs.
Annle Baryluk, 10 miles east of
Ottawa.

A trail of blood leading to the
1oft from outside the shed and the
battered head of ‘the body indic-
ated murder, nolice sald.

Mrs. Barvluk. who has run her
fanm hesself since the death of
her husband two years ago, ad-
mitted she did not even know tie
man's name.

Investigation showed Jonusas
had a wife and child in a D. P.
camn in Germany, that he recent-
ly had made application to have
them brought to Canada. He en-
tered Canada last Aug. 4.

Provinelal Police ordered the
bodv left untouched pending ar-
mval of the Toronto exvert,
sealed off the machine shed. They
found 2 blood-stained axe —un-
parentlv the murder weapon—not
far frem the shed.

Whitney Pier Man
Dies While Hunting

— A search party today found the
body of Peter Joseph, 60-year-old
resident of suburban Wtitney
Pier, in the necarby Coxheath
woods where he became lost while
nvating rabbits ycsterday,

He was the only one reported
victim of a storm that lashed part
of the Maritimes and struck hard-
»st at Cape Breton.

While his son-in-law, Arthur
Bennett, and grandson Rudy B:n-
nett went scouting for a Chist-
mas tree, Joseph decided to hunt
rabbits and went deeper into the
woods accompanied by his hurting

dog.
‘When the storm -whipped up
Joseph told the younger men to

go hamne and he would rollow. Af-
ter an hour elapsed and he failed
to return, the youths went back
to the woods but were unable to
find any sign. of him, although
his hunting dog came out a short
time later with a rabbit.

BERLIN, Dece. 21— (AP) — The
Western Puwers set up their ow:
military gevernment for Berlin to-
day without Russia.

Meanwhile, the inhabitants of
the suburban village of Stolpe
were sacrificed in the bitter East-
West poiitical warfare for controi
of this blockaded city.

The \'i‘\‘.:\y}e voted anti-Commun-
ist in this “month’s elections. But
today the Russians tpok control
of Stolpe with French consent.

The French commandant of Ber-
lin said the French feared for
Stolpe's innabitants but added:

“The chcice was to help 2,000,000
in Berlin instead of 400 in Stoipe.”

Seiting up of a three-power mil-
itary government for Western Ber-
Ln was the final official step re-
cognizing that the city is defin-
itely split between Russia and the
West.

Post-war agreerments provided
that the four conquering govern-
ments should control Berlin, They
exercised this control through
machinery known as the Kom-
mandatura. The Russlans refused
to participate in the Komman-
aatura after July 1. They set out
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Western Powers Set Up
Own Gov’'t For Berlin

{0 govern their section of the city
by themeselves, This stalled four-
power machinery.

Today the United States, Britaiu

and France mesting in the old
Kemmandatura building announ-
ced they would carry cn Kom-

mandatura rule on a three power
pasis,

The way was l2ft open for the
Soviets 12 rejoin the Kommandat-
ura and unified rule if they de-

sired.
First  order of business would
probably be to pass on some 60

requesis from the elected Berlin
city government which the Rus-
slans had vetoed in the past.

This morning a new Soviet mil-
itary “rcad block cut Stolpe off
from the city, dropping it into the
orbit of the Communist dominated
Soviet zone.

Eire Cuts Last
Tie With Britain

DUBLIN, Dzce. 21 (CP)
Eire today cut her last slim con-
stitutional tie with Britain and
cleared the way for proclamation
of a full-fledged independent Re-
public of Ireland.

President Sean T. O'Kelly emade
the break official by signing a bill
which repeals the External Rela-
tions Act and takes Eire out of
the British Commonwealth. Un-
der the External Relations Act
Eire’s diplomats abroad were ac-
credited by King George. The re-
peal act was introduced in the
Dail Nov. 17.

The findl act of preclaiming the
republic will be delayed while rep-
resentatives of Britain and Eire
smooth out questions created by
the new relationship. This proc-
lamation by the coalition govern-
ment of John A. Costello probably
will come after Jam. 21.

These questions include the cit-
izenship status of thousands of
Irish people who work in Britain
and whether Eire will continue to
enjoy the special trade privileges
she had as a member of the Com-
monwealth.

Prime Minister Attlee of Brit-
ain has promised that any Irish-
man may be registered as a Brit-
ish citizen upon application to the

Home Secretary, provided he
speaks English, is of good char-
acter and has been in Britain a

year or is a member of the Civil
Service. An act c¢f Parliament may
be required to carry out the prom-
ise.

Another question to be settled
is whether Irishmen in Britain
‘will be liable for imilitary conserip-

tion. Viscount Jowitt, the Lord
Chancellor, told the House of
Lords recently that an Irishman
could be conscripted under the

present law and that the Govera-
ment had no plans to change the
law at present.

Eire in effect became a republic
n 1937 when a new constitution
was approved and a president
elected. Dr. Douglas Hyde, the
first president, held cffice from
1937 until 1845 when Sean T.
O’Kelly was installed.

VETERAN MINISTER DIES

STELLARTON, N. S, Dec, 21—
Rev. J. W. Britten, 90, for 50 years
a minister in Nova Scotia, died
today. Survivors include a son,
Dr. Harry Britton, Moncton, N.B.
Funeral service will be held
Thursday.
