17 Seamen
Torpedoed Reach
Safety

A BRITISH PORT, Aug. 18—
(CP Cable)— Seventeen torpedoed
merchant seamen including two
Canadlans—John McNeil, 27, and
Norman Bewsher, 19, both of New
Victorla, N. 8.—have landed at
this rt after spending 13 days
in a lifehoat,

The exhausted men, members of
the crew of a Norwegian ship
sunk by a submarine in mid-At-
lantic, were picked up three miles
off the coast by a whaler which
discovered their two lifeboats,

ed together.

The seamen sald that altogether
32 members of the crew escaped
the doomed ship in three lifeboats
and they had learned that the 15
who were in the third boat were
also glcked u{).

McNeill sald he was In the
ship’s galley when the torpedo
struck and “everything seemed to
blow up around us”

U-Boat Surfaced

He told how the U-boat sur-
faced near the lifeboat and the
commander who “spoke very good
English and seemed a decent
sort” apologized for the sinking.

“He asked us If we needed any-
thing and when we asked for
some food he sent below for tins
of jam, bread, and a bottle of

rum,” McNeill sald. “But the jam
turned out to be bad.

“He noticed I was badly burn-
ed,” and offered to take me on the
U-boat. I did not relish the idea
a bit. I told him I'd rather die
on the lifeboat,
