WU.S. press Tribute

In the course of a two column article detailing
Canada's war performance, the Times-Herald of
Washington sets out the taxation rates, fixed by
the budget in their full severity, and goes on to
say in explanation of this taxation:

“The reason is that war is taking all the
money Canada has.  Canada’s navy has grown
from 13 ships to about 430. Its army has gone
from a purely garrison-parade force to 450,000.
The air force has gone from 4,500 to more than
120,000. And Canada —primarily an agrarian
country —now has the largest machine-gun plant
in the world (the Bren gun plant in Toronto),
the largest air training scheme in the world,. and
the second largest tank arsenal on this continent
(for the last six months, Russia has been getting
100 tanks a month from Canada).

“Canada is supply munitions to Britain this
year to the tune of §1,000,000,000 as an outright
gift. Canadian munitions are being used on every
fighting front in the world.

“Twenty-five per cent of Britain’s air forces
are Canadian.”

The United States, the Times HHerald points
out, will have to match the pace of the Canadian
effort. It remarks: “The result will be a stagger-
ing cost. Those in government, who have stud-
jed the trends and have seen that Canada has
proven a sort of signpost to the future, are con-
vinced that the in taxes we are meeting now
will seem like spare change in a couple of years
from now."”

Many of the new educational projects include the
technical training of men and women, youths and
girls for employment in war industries and are,
therefore, directly contributory to the country’s
whole war effort. Social welfare and health ser-
vices also contribute to the prosecution of the
war, through the improvement in general
physical efficiency and morale.

“The time has come, however, for govern-
ments, as well as individual citizens to examine
closely their expenditures, Vital services must be
maintained, but without waste and without
“frills,” while services of secondary importance
should be dispensed with during wartime.  The
budget estimates of some provinces for the com-
ing fiscal year show evidence of a desire to re-
strict expenditures, but in other cases further
strenuous efforts in this direction are sorely
needed.”

History Of Tryon
United Church

1792———1942

150 Years Of Service
By E. 8. D.
FIRST REVIVAL

Tryon, like most of the early
ccmilymn;ties in the Island had no
formal religious services for many
years. Tae Rev'd Thecphlus Des-
brisay, first rector of S¢. Paul’s
and chaplain to the garrsea at
Charlottetown came to the Island
in 1775 end for over a quarter of
a century served the province as
the only resident = Protestant
clergyman, He made his ficme at
Covenead in the early days but sel-
dom went fartner than Charlotte-
town to preach, Marrlage cere-
monies, if one could not secure, or
did not wish to go to the clergy,
were performed by the magistrates

with a special license fcr each
marriage from the Governor.
Wwilliam Warren, Esq. of Tryon,

sea captain and farmer, was per-
haps the first Tryon magistrate,
being ccmmissioned a justice of the
Peace on April 16, 1788, and he per.
formed many of the early marri-
ages being followed later by Jchn
Foy E:q., Philips M. Callbeck
Esq., John Lord Fsq., James
Thompsom Esq., 8. E. Dawson
Bsq., and others who in their turn
continued to tle nuptial kaots till
1870, and later. Services for the
dead, if any, were conducted by
the J. P.’s or those who could
read. Baptisms generally wait for
the itinerant minister or a suit-
able visit to Charlottetown, scme-
times walting so long as to be
forgotten, though in the ocase of
acute sickness it was occesicmally
accepted of the Roman Catliolic
priest who visited the settlement
frem time to time.

The first Wesleyan Methoed'st
clergyenan  to  visit the Island
came 1n the autumn of 1783 when
Revid Wm. Black, number-one
apestle of Methodism in the Mari-
time:, and great.great grandfa.her
of the present Mocderator of the
United Church of Canada — the
Right Rev'd Aubrey S. Tuttle —
preached ot Charlottetown and St.
Peters “without,” as he wrote in
fiis journal, “any an.mating tokens
of efficiency.” Peiuzps even more
the lack of preactiers (ihere were
cniy four miaisters fcr the Mari-
time Conference for the period
17€0-179)) than the lack of re-
sponse to Methodist doctrine ac-
counted for the fact that not till
eight years later did a Metlhcdist
minister tcuc) ¢n the Island again.

Preachier Grandin 1ke the pres-
ent pasior came frcm Saint Joahn
New Brunswick. Rev. Grardin had
been staticned thire after the early
1792 conference district meeting,
and the presence cf another min-
ister on his charge allecwed him to
be away seven weeks mcst of whizta
time he spent at Tryon, where
soon under the pcwer of his
preaching “nearly all the Protest-
ants in %.he district were awaken-
ed.” These were sermons for
pecple who tiad not heard a ser-
mon since their arrival mcre than
twenty years befcre, and they na.
turally arcused consid:rable in-
teres; in all the ccmmunity. The
Roman Catholics hearing of this
new interest in religion appointed
George Muttart, one of their young
men, to read prayers for thiose of
that faith. The first sermons in
‘Tryon were preached in the log
touse of Nathaniel Wright on the
Austin  Smith farm which was
early a sccial centre having a large
room for the use of damcing parties,
Here Nathanie] Wright, the sturdy
ploneer who while stil] in his teens
fiad kncwn the bitterness of c:vil
war, the hardihood required of the
Active Militia, and the exile cost
of loyalty to an earthly soverign,
found there was a higher devotion
that demand his allegiance, and
another cause that wanted all
those qualities that in other ways
h:;d earned him the title of Loyal-

The Rev'd Grandin left follow-
ing a few weeks preaching in Tryon
and never returned again, but his
visit most surely marked the be-
ginning of a new religicus life in
the community, and in the life of
cne man in particular whose in-
fluence in the ccmenunities of
Tryon and Bedeque can be traced
own to the present day. The out.
standing layman of Prince County,
and for many years the omg local
preacher, Nattle Wright as he was
affectionately known throughout
the country side may be rightly
called the father of Methodism in
Prince County. From the old rec-
ords we learn that Rev'd Gradin
was not a eloquent preacher, t
this was offset by an “amiable
dispostion and pledding but un-
wearying efforts to save sianers.”
His stay in the Maritimes (1788-
1799) was terminated (some years
following his marriage the advis-
ability of which he was considering
the spring he was in )
the utter inadequacy for family
support of the missionary's pay of
that peried, which in accordance
with the American Methedist rule
was ‘“Annual allowance to each
preacher $64. and no more.”
