Roland still shudders at the all-
to-true nightmare of seven strokes
over par for the last five holes.
The debacle was complete when
he blew himself to a six at the par
three 36th home hole.

¥n third place behind Hall and
Roland came an unheralded 16-
yvear-old graduate of the cadiie
ranks at New Glasgow, N.S,

He is Bobhy Rae, tow-headed,
lug-eared and patiently awalting
further growth and poundage.
Defying the spanking nor-wester to
blow him off the fairways, Bobby
—“Lugs” to his buddies—helped
himself to a rallying pair of 40s on
the last round and finlshed with
165.

One of the most disappointed
competitors—outside of woeful
young Roland—was Don Pullen of
Thomas, Ont,, Municipal Club..

Attendance records for a night
racing meet went by the boards
Saturday night at the exhibition
track when a crowd estimated at
over 5000 crowded into the bril-
liantly-lit racing enclosure to
