Next cover the walls with 6
inch by 34 inch feather edge
weatherboanding, commencing from
the bottom. These boards are tap-
ered in section and the thick part

the roof with 1-2 inch tongued and
grooved matchboard fastened to
the ridge  purlins and the plate,
cutting the boards to uniform
length and making the ends finsh
level and projecting about 4 juch-
es to 6 inches beyond the line of
the wal.
