was the use of relying on British
military assistance as long as con-
script’on was not used to enroll a
land force. That cry has been
raised in several countries where a
nation’s strength is still measured
by the numeriy1 size of its army.
France also is pressing Britain
to establish conscription as the
best deterrent to aggression.

France originally made her rep-
resentations some months ago but
since both countries have collab-
orated in guaranteeing the inde-
pendence of Poland, Rumania and

Greece, they have been renewed
and strengthened.
These arguments for conscrip-

tion of course disregard Brlmn‘s
alr and naval strength but the
Balkan countries still question
Britain's ability to go to their
rescue against aggression with a
comparatively small land force.

Disagree On Form

The drive for conscription has
lost part of its effectiveness by the
inability of propagandists to agree
on what is meant by conscription.
Only a small number are suggest-
ing conscription on continental
lines. Most of them favor either
military training for youth of 18
to 21 and a comnulsory national
register or the power to build up
the territorial and regular armies
and thelr reserves to wartime
strength.

There 1s no doubt the Govern-
ment will Install conseription In
wartime, but from time to time
Prime Minister Chamberlain has
declared his opposition to it dur-
ing peace. However he said the
same thing about a ministry of

supply, and those favoring con-
seription have taken courage from
his decision to establish a separate
government department to speed
up delivery of armv supplies.

‘The Sunday Express and Obser-
ver both publ'shed editorials today
in favor of conscription and Bish-
op Furze of St. Albans in his dio-

cesan magazine exmressed belief
that if the government of 1915 in-
troduced a system of "not merely
conseription to fieht but of nat-

jonal service for everyone,
