When painting unfinished furni-
ture, before >plying the paint,
be sure tnat the surfaces are
well sanded, so that they will be
penfectly smooth and even.  Dif- '
ferent types of paint require dif-
ferent metheds of application—so
study the d rections on the can and
follow them closely. It's impor-'
tant, too, that each coat be abso-
lutely dry betore the noxt is ap-
plied. Many of the new paints,
however, dry very rapidly, so the
Job need not be long and tedious.
