Great Spectacle Recalled

Not a few who ‘remember the
great spectacla. of 38 years back
have wished it could have bheen
repeated today, But the wide
sweep before St. Paul's is almost
empty, save for Lord Trenchard
Commissioner of Police, and the
City Marshal, both on horseback
and in full dress uniforms not une
like that of a field marshal.

“The central institution of our
provineial educational system is the
Prince of Wales College, named in
honour of Edward, Prince of Wales,
in 1860,
