MONTREAL, Aug. ¢—While optim-
istic reports are Leing sent uutlf.rc‘)m
the west as to the crop possih\ihtvles
it is not expected that there wnll. be
any difficulty in lmmlhng the grain
in the west this year, either by the
railways or by way of secu.rlng
enough men to garner the harvest.
In fact, it is expected that t!lc de-
mand for - harvesters from Kastern
Canada will be much less than for
years past, possibly not more than
half of the 25,000 who were called for
on one ov two bhig years. :
This does not mean that there is
not a big amount of wheat and oth-
er grain in the west to be harvested.
1t does, however, intimate lhnvt, the
crop this year is not surﬁc‘wn(ly
Jarge to keep pace with the inrush
ot iarmers und iaborers, with the re-
sult that the men already on the.spot
will be more nearly able to handle
the harvest than in any season dur-
ing the past decade. :
Reports  received by the various
raillways interested are not as yet
sufficiently definite to warrant exact
calculations, but they are sufficiently
explicit to make it apparent that
this season will not bhe one in which
the phrase ‘‘bumper crop”’ will  be
worn threadbare. There is no fear
that the word failure could be ap-
plied to the crop, bhut threre is not
the slightest doubt that the supply
of labor and cars will be ample to
meet the demands.

In this connection an official of the
Canadian Pacitic stated today:—
“With the apparent condition of
the crop and the large number of
settlers and laborers who have flock-
ed into the country during the pres
ent year,. it is not expected that the
| demand Yor harvesters. will bé so

great this season as it has been in
the past and will he very much less
than last year.”

NEW YORK, Aug. 6—Raymond G.
Brown, totally blind since he was
ecight years of age, began this morn-
ing his duties as an assistant to
Henry A. Wise, United States Dis-
trict Aftorney. The appointment
was made three months ago, upon
the endorsement of a number of the
leading members_of the lo¢al har and
upon the recommendation of the offi-
cials of Harvard University.

Mr. Brown was graduated from
Harvard. He has taken the full law
course, and is credited with posses
sing an unusually retentive memory
that takes the place, to a large ex-
tent, of vision in the important mat-
ter of handling legal ‘notes. *

His present assignment is to
handle the briefing work in the office
of the chief. He has an aid who
reads to him the various authorities
and the documents that are needed
for his work. Then, relying upon his
nemory. and the sort of notes that
his blind training has enabled him to
makel he sits down in front of a
typewriter and proceeds to grind out
the finished product with as much
apparent ease as many a man with
two good eyes might.
