Quarter of a Million Pounds Sterling that Kruger Hid, Dug

Search - It Cost Six Lives
Find.

JOHANNESBURG, O :tober 27.—News was
received at Krugersdorp recently of the
discovery in the bushveld beyond Louis
Trichardt’s Drift and the Spelouken o
the famous bur‘ed ireasure whith was
secretly removea from the P.e oria Miot
Jjust before Lord Roberts’ f‘orces entered
the capital, and which formed the rom-
antic issue in the tragedy culminating in
the exeoution of ex-Policeman Swaitz
The treasuie which consisted of bar gold
and coip, approximate'y amounts to 00,
000 ounces, and is valued at a quarter of a
mlilion sterling.

The story of its burial acd recovery is
sensational in the extreme. It is a history
of blood and crime, no less than six men
baving lost their lives in the burial and
the subsequent search for the gold, which
has Iasted since the declarition of peace.
Ot the original party which was des-
patched to hide the gold not a single
soul is alive today.

It appears that some twenty-four hours
before the ocoupation of Pretoria by the
{mperial forces, orders were received at
the mint from the late President Kruger
and Mr Reitz, the then state secretary
to remove the greater portion of the gold,
which was extracted from the Robinson
Rose Deep, Ferrelra and other mives toa
secluded spot in the bushveld, beyond
Pictersburg.
