The acreage sown to the prin-
cipal grain crops in. the Prairie
Provinces is somewhat smaller than
1937 but moisture supplies have
been more abundant than for some
years. Dry hot weather with in-
sufficient precipitation has been
reported from time to time in some
areas but rains improved condi-
tions before serious damage had
resulted, Some losses were caused
by cut-worms, grass-hoppers and
other pests, stem rust has appear-
ed in some parts of Manitoba and
Eastern Saskatchewan but on the
whole the prospcets for wheat and
‘other crops are much better than
have been reported since 1932,
Crops in the Peace River District
of Alberta and in some sections of
Northern Saskatchewan suffered
from lack of moisture during June
but heavy rains fell early in July
greatly improving prospects. Con-
ditions are now considered favour-
able in the main whoat-producmg
areas, Coarse grains with few ex-
ceptions show  conditions  slightly
below those reported for wheat but
progress is gencerally satisfactory.
Forage crops and pastures are ap=
proximately normal, ensuring
greatly improved feed supplles as
compared with the scarcity pre-
vailing a year ago.

Areas sown to the principal crops
