The “Kid” Success-
fully Defends' Title
of = Featherweight
Champion of the
World—12,000 View
Fight.

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN,
New York, May 19—(C.P.)—A flash
of ebony fighting fury caught Sea-
man Tom Watson of Old England
unexpectedly tonight, bowled him
over briefly and sustained suffi-
cent force to clinch a 15-round
victory over the sturdy Briton for
Cuba’s Kid Chocolate, still the
Featherweight Champion of the
world so far as New York—and
probably England—are concerned.

Before an excited crowd of 12,-
000 that contributed to a gate of
$30,000 Chccolate rallied from a
poor start to carry off the unani-
mous decision of referee Pete
Hartley and the two judges. The
Cuban Kid, on the Associated
Press sheet, carried off e!ght
rounds and won decisively.

Watson, game to the finish, was
credited with five rounds, while
two_were even.

Most of the drama of the fight,
hard and bitterly fought most of
the way, was packed into the tenth
round when Chocolate, at the peak
of his decisive rally, floored . the
British title-holder with a looping
left hand to the jaw. Seaman Tom
almost turned a complete somer-
sault from the combined force of
the blow and his own effort to es-
cape, but he refused to take ad-
vantage of a long count and
bobbed up after two #4rokes of the
timekeeper’s mallet.

With characteristic frenzy .Choc-
olate ripped and smashed into his
rallying rival. Weathering this gale
Watson, although pale and some-
what shaken, fought back courage-
ously and managed a wink at his
handlers as he went to h!s corner
at the end of the round.

Chocolate sustained his dazzling
pace for the better part of the
eleventh round piling up a com-
manding margin on points. But he
harely held his own in the last
three sessions as the little British
bulldeg gamely tried to turn the
t'de.
