Isléﬁn_djesuﬂiﬁt
Visits Former
Home Here

Rev. Elliot McGuigan, S.J., is in
the city at present visiting his fath-
er, Dr, J. D. McGuigan and Mrs,
McGuigan and family. He arrived
recently from England where he
spent a couple of months on his
way from Italy.

Fr. McGuigan has been studying
at the Gregorian TUniversity in
Rome for the past two years and
was obliged to return to Canada
when all British subjects were or-
dered to leave Italy on account of
the possibility of war between that
country and the British Empira,
He left there in May.

Speaking of conditions in Italy,
he sald that the country did not
oontain a large supply of food-
stuffs and in his opinion could not
hold out under war conditions for
a very long time. There were num-
erous demonstrations of Umniversity

students who were agitating for
war against Great Britain during
the winter and early spring months.

This was before the country enter-
ed the war on the side of Germany.
The people are under the domin-
ation of Mussolini who makes ev-
erything compulsor,’.

Apart from the demonstrations
by the students the majority of the
Italian people despise the Germans,
Fr. McGuigan said. In his opinion
it looked as if a civil war would
develop if the country went to
war against-England. This was the
general feeling of the common
people before he left Italy. He also
pointed out that the country did
not fight against France and he
felt the people would not have
tolerated this.

Fr. McGuigan said that before
he left Italy the general opinion
was that the country would not go
to war against Britain but on ac-
count of the continual demonstra-
tions by certain factions, the Brit-
{sh Government thought it ‘advis-
able for all British subjects to leave
the country.

He saw Pope Pius 12th shortly
before leaving the country and the
Holy Father looked “tired and
worn” with worry. He looked five
years older, Fr. McGuigan said,

On his way from Italy the Island
Jesuit passed through the South-
ern part of France and near Paris,
Steady streams of Belgian refugees
were encountered on the journey
and most of them were weeping.
The women and children were ter-
rorized by their plight. Everything
was in a turmoil and even busces
