Thus one school of thought be-
licves that tooth decay starts on
outside -of the tooth and that by-
products due to ferments destroy
the tooth whether the’ quality of
the tooth tissue is.good or bad. The
other, however, suggests that the
tooth structure is changed either by
inheritance or because of improper
diet, and that teeth decay whether
clean or not.

Commenting seriously and also
humorously on the question, the
New York Times states that moth-
ers are now in doubt as to what to
do—make the children continue to
brush the teeth or feed them certain
foods.

The youngsters themselves were
all for doing away with brushing the
teeth until it was found that the
diet. recommended < meant more
