Silver Fox Farming

Knowing how anxicus our read-
ers are to keep au fait with the
fur markets we fake pleasure in
publishing the appended very in-
teresting information received from
Peter G. Clark of the Prince Ed-
ward Island Fur Pool, Ltd., Sum-
merside, X

“Fox ranchers, farmers, business
and professional men and bankers,
all of whom have enjoyed a share
of the annual financlal return
from silver fox pelts for many years,
this week have additional reason
to regard the industry with in-
creased respect, If anyone knows
of any industry of any kind what-
soever that has withstood such lack
of faith, meglect, inflation, de-
flation and general abuse, we
would like to hear of it. With such
a_general outery of blue ruin that
thousands of ranchers cleaned out
last fall the silver fox business has
come through the first seven
months of war with flying colors.
Many ranchers became panic strick-
en at the outbreak of the war and
dumped their pelts at sacrifice
prices into the hands of itinerant
buyers, who in turn flooded the :
market ,with these pelts where they
were offered at extremely low
prices. i

In spite of this action as soon
as these pelts have generally been
cleared a gradual but convincing
market improvement has been in
evidence since the conclusion of the
Januayry sales in London, until to-

present week with nmazing results.
In spite of, or possibly because of,
conditions, the percenfage of clear-
ances is the largest for many years.
Prior to the sale all the offerings
vere inspected by a large mumber
of buyers. The Hudson's Bay Com-
pany opened the series on Monday
and continued until Thursdav fore-
noon. Approximatelv 37,000 pelts
were presented by this Company
with 88 per cent sold. Throughout
its sale the attendance was good
with buying largely done by the
London brokers who purchased for
the home trade and also fo- for-
elgn' accounts. Prices are officially
reported for the Company as 42 1-2
per cent above January, 1940, sales
level, while unofficial observers re-
port greater advances In some
types.
}Mossrs. Anning, Chadwick and
Kiever followed the Hudson's Bay
Company and at the time of writ-
ing repoit a clearing of 98 per cent
of their offering at a price advance
of 50 per cent compared with thelr
January auctions. They will be fol-
lowed by Messrs, Eastwood & Holt.
There is no sale today, Saturday.
On Monday next Messrs. C. M.
Lampson & Co. Ltd. will present
their offering and the series is ex-
pected to conclude by Wednesday
next.

e;crt‘ Paris where business has been
at a standstill from the outbreak
of the war until recently, the de-
mand for silver fox has caused‘a
modification of restriction and pelts
are once more moving quite freely
there, although no new Canadian
offerings have as yet been allowed
to enter France,

The New York markets continue
to remain firm and at the auction
held there last week the hich levels
of previous sales were fully mnl.n-
tained and the bulk of the entire
offering was cleared

Sales take place in Montreal be-
ginning Avbril 16th and Mr. Pin-
gree, the General Manager of the
Canadian Fur Auction Sales Com-
pany, Ltd., anticipates an offering
of about 12,000 pelts as compared
with about 6,000 in April, 1839.
Among the ranchers whose pelts
have been sold at very nice prices
during the last week or two we note
from our records the name of Col-
onel R. Hunter Young of Winni-
peg, for whom a pelt was disposed
of at $62.00. The matching skin
paired with this one and realizing
the same price was owned by Mr,
Norman Johnston of Summerside.
Two pelts from the ranch of Mrs.
M. J. Robichaud and owned by
Mr. J. Quigg of Metaghan, Digby
County, N. S., (which is in the
heart of the famous French shore
district) were sold for $65.00 each.
Again amongst the producers of
high class pelts we note the name
of Layton Rogers of Kensington
for whom pelts have recently been
