The formal agreement set-
tling long ‘outstanding difficulties
which have thrown Indja into tur-
moil, will be signed at noon it was
officially announoced,

Later—Foace at Last

NEW DELHI, India, March 3—
Peace at last has come to India, rack-
ed for a year by a civil disobedience
movement, which defied the author-
ity of the British, filled the jails of
the country and was responsible for
millions of dollars of economic loss.
After nine hours of almost contin-
uous discussion, lasting until 1.30 o’-
clock this morning, Mahatma Ghandi
and Viceroy Lord Irwin agreed upon
formulas for settlement of all points
in the disput which hitherto has
nenaced the fruits of the London
Round-Table Conference. A formal a-
greement will be drawn up later to-
day when the little Nationalist leader
has a final talk with the Viceroy. In
the meantime observers presume that
the civil disobedience campaign will
be ended and that Gandhi’s followers
in the all India National Congress will
help in obtaining the qualified Do-
minion status promised K by Premier
Ramsay MacDonald at the Round
Table Conference.
