Sinn Feiners in
this neighborhood made an or-
ganized descent onthe Unlonists at
Crumlin Road, smashing windows
and firing into the houses, Failure
by the police to hold them back led
to summoning militia aid and for
several hours armoured cars were
in action together with squads of
police and soldiers and volleys
were poured into the crowds.

Must Come Down

SITUATION EXPLAINED  BY
WHOLESALER, WHO AD-
VISES CONSUMERS TO BUY
ONLY AS NEEDED.

ST. JOHN. August 29.—One ©f
the leading wholesale de:lers 1n
the city sums up the present situa-
tion in the sugar market in the
following statement: :
“The sugar market since Novem-
ber 1919 has advanced and de
clined with a rapidity and to an
extent absolutely unpreccdentea.
During that period raw susgars at
New' Yqrk fhave tadvanced from
about $6 per 100 pounds to $23.75
‘per 160 pounds, at one time In May.
Since May sugirs have been pour-
ed into the United States from
practicallv every known sugar pro-
ducing country in the world, The
American market apparently wag
willing to pay much higher prices
than any other country and o
some cases refined sugir originally
exported from the United States
to Europe has been returned re-
cently to the United States, for the
reason that it paid the holders bet-
ter to return it than to sell it in
their own market.

“The liberal sugar offerings of
the last three months have forced a
steadily seclining my rket and for
the last fortnight raw sugars have
been practically unsaleable, for
tile reason that the refiners every-
where have ample supplies nnd re-
fuse to take on more sughir even
at low prices until the consump-
tion of refined sugar improves.
“At’the present minute it is.prac-
‘tically. fmpossible to estimate the
value of refined er raw sugar but
supplies outside th~ refiners hands
are not large and it is probable that
the future prices of refined sugar
in Canada depend on the refin:
eries’ action.

~ “Canada has been supplied witt
‘'refined sugar during the last sy
months at prices mucn below thosc
in the United States and Europe
as a result of the favorable pur:
chases of raw sugar made by the
‘Canadian refineries and the price
control of the Canadian  Trade
(Commissioners.

“Consumers can reasonably ex-
pect a steadily lowering market a:
low priced raw sugar comes for
ward, But in the meantime the
price in Canada depenas entirel:
upon the prices which the refiner
may find it necessany to name te
hold ‘Canadian distribution againg
imported sugars.

“An examination of the local
situation shows locar wnoiesalers
have been working on a hand-to
mouth basis for some time pas:
and amy loss which may result
will 0431 on the refineries and un
til something new developes con-
sumers are justified in buying only
limited supplies with the expecta-
tion that prices will be lower.”
