Challenge To Leadership

Both students and staff of Prince of Wales
College are to be commended on the hard work
achieved during the scholastic year now brought
to a close. The keen interest shown in the
commencenient exercises yesterday was indica-
tive of the importance attaching to such a cere-
mony.

One is reminded in this connection of the
advice given to a recent graduating class by
Premier Angus Macdonald, of Nova Scotia. It
had been favorably commented upon  across
Canada, and it is well worth quoting with our
own fresh crop of Island graduates in mind:

“The first matter that 1 ask you to counsider,”
said Premier Macdonald, “is the challenge to
public service and leadership that many of you
will shortly hear, and hearing will, I hope, ans-
wer.  The great problems of your generation
will be the problems of government. There are
those who show great interest in the sort of
houses they live in, or in the kind of cars they
drive, or in the condition of the clubs to which
they belong, but who look on governnient as
something remote . and inconsequential. It s
something that has to be endured, something
that thrusts itself before therh occasionally —
fqr example at election times or when some un-
popular measure of taxation is introduced. It
is, therefore, something to he grumbled at and
condemned, and the politicians who are in
charge of the matter are to be looked at with
disdain or even contempt.

“Let me agk such people if anything has
affected their lives and the lives of all human
beings more sharply, more definitely, than the
war through which we have just passed. Yet
the great issue of making war and the equally
areat issue of framing an abiding pedce have to
be decided vy governments. And above and
bevond war and peace, governments are, by the
very nature and complexity of modern life,
compelled {0 extend the scope of their activities.
Hence the impact of their policies and measures
is felt hy everv citizen in the land and often
by the people of other countries as well.”

“More and more,”
says the Advocate, “the problems are forcing
farm opérations back to their own resources and
to the unpaid labor of their families.”

Unfortunately, it 1s rather late to be think-
ing of making “a first step” at this juncture.
Seed-time and harvest do not wait upon pro-
crastinating administrations. The Royal Com-
mission should have been appointed months ago,
if any value was to be derived from their rec-
ommendations during the current year.

The Prince Edward Island Federation of
Agriculture has not been negligent in  bring-
ing this matter to public attention. It passed
the following resolution at its last annual meet-
ing, and embodied it in the briei which it pre=-
sented to the Legislature two months ago :

Whereas an exceedingly serious situation ex-
ists on'the farms of the Province with regard
to farm labour, and

Whereas the conditions for the next year
are not as bright as those of any of the war
years in this respect, and

Whereas there seems to be a definite tend-
ency on the part of men returning from over-
seas and from war industries away from the
farms of the country:

Be it therefore resolved that the Federal
Department of Labour make a thorough sur-
vey of the farm labour situation and indtiate
such provisions as may be instrumental in dir-
ecting labour to the farms of the country.”

The Speech from the Throne at the open-
ing of the Legislature on February 27 last had
this pessimistic reference to the situation : “The
scarcity of labour in agriculture continues with

no relief in sight,””—a statement which at least
might have called for unanimous expression of
disapproval. . :

It is to be hoped, however, that the situa-
tion will turn out to be better than was antici-
pated. At least every effort should now be
made to recruit as much farm help as posstble,
especially for the harvest season.

Mr. Kenueth Stuart, Sidcup, writes to The
Spectator: Sir,—At the risk of being called up-
christian or inhumane, I feel bound to offer the
following comments on the letters you have pub-
lished on the subject of “Hunger in Germany.”
I, too, have just come from B. A, O. R, and
saw no signs of repentance or shame in Germans
for what they had inflicted upon the world. The
only thing they are sorry about is that they faij-
ed to win the war. For several years before 1939
they had the choice of ‘guns or butter, and they
made their choice, From 1939 onwards we were
compelled to choose gun$; and as a result we
are woefully short of butter fiow. Why should
we reduce our short supplies to feed unrepent-
ant Germans? They should have thought of

these things before, Major Billingham says that
we have a direct responsibility to millions of
Germans,  What responsibility?  Responsibility
to feed them up so that they can gtart another
war?  We tried being kind in 1919, and 1939

with that result. Hunget and starvation are un }

pleasant, but they may teach the Germans that
war does not pay—a thing that they do not real-
ize at the moment. Sympathy with the Ger-
mans is a dangerous thing. According to them,
Hitler was the only real Nazi; the rest never
had their heart and soul in the movement. Their
consciences were clear and untroubled in' the
years from 1938 to 1045, The fact that their
stomachs are not over-troubled by food from
1945 onwards will help them to think far more
:}un Military Government's efforts at re-ediscas
tion.

Sir,—The cry, “What of the
Night,” was one which in the past
was at f{requent intervals
during hours of darkness.

It was the
duty of the watchman upon the
tower to maintain alert and cease-
less vigilance. Reliet from vigil came

only with daylu'gﬁxt,

Walls, and the guard, and the
watchman upon the tower, were a
defence and protection to  those
within the city when absence cf
light made the enemy not readily
discernible. Daylight brought vision
and discernment, wHich meant re-
sistance and defence.

What walls were to towns and
cities in the olden time, laws are
today. Laws are the defence of
those who need protection Clarit y
of understanding of the purpose to
be served by law and of the danger
against which ite protection is to

be given is as n today as
the relief given by dayl{g;m in the
past to the vigil' of the lonely

waltcher above the wall. Darkness,
and half-light, are the portunity
of the ememy in cases.
Bternal vigilance und a clear vision
of the damger to be avoided is as
necessary today to the mainten-
ance of law as it formerly was to
the effectiveness of the defence of
a wall. Laws can be violated just
as walls can be scaled. Insidious
violations and the consequent in-
jury to those who should be Pro-
tected ought to recelve unremitting
and close scrutiny if the guardian-
ship and protection of law is to be
effective. )

There are some who say that in
8 Christian state laws are unmec~
essary. Others assert that laws
themselves induce a desire for their
own violation and should therefore
be repealed. Both statements con-
tain fallacies, They show confusion
of thought and sbsence of that clar-
ity which should mark the child-
ren of light. g

If Christianity were based upon
such principles as ‘liaissez-faire’,

what happens to others), :there
might be some basis for such con-
tentions. But hese are not the pre-
cepts of Christianity. Christianity
is based upon quite opposite prin-
ciples, Christianity is dynamlca.}
’Il’ge Christian  Golden Rule is
rot the negative rule, ‘Do not
to others what you would not
wish done to you' which was
given by Confucius and other
philosophers in an anti-~Christian
era. The positive rule, “Do to others
what you would wish done to you’,
takes the Christian out of and he-
yond the region of mere justice to
others, since we wish more than
we can claim, or than the average
man, not a Christian, is willing ‘o
do. The precept of the Golden Rulc
means that the Christian shall o
spontaneously fo: others all that a
spirit of magnanimity and generos-
ity may prompt, Welfare of others
is the concern of the Christian. The
divine law of love, ‘love thy neigh-
bcur as thyself’ requires tnat a
Christian protect his neighbour and
be concerned for nls well-being. As
applied lo a neighbour who needs
prciection, the Golden Rule in-
volves the enactment of laws whl'cn
will accomplish this purpose. It also
calls for vigilance in seeing that
