RATION NEWS

Get a Canning Guide

If you are going to do canning
this season be sure to get a
Canning Guide from the Post
Office or Ration Administration.
After a thorou%h study of the
Guide fill out the “Application
for Canning Sugar” in No. 2
Ration Book and send to your
Local Ration Board (not to
Regional Offices) not later than
April 15th,

Fill in your application as a house-
wife for all members of your
household (on your own card)
stating the number of persons for
whom you are applying, but not
including youmlf in this num-
ber. The blank cards of each
member of your household, bear-
ing only the serial numbers,
should then be attached to your
card and forwarded toyour Local
Ration Board before April 15th.

Butter Coupons

Butter coupons Nos. 1 and 2 in
your new Ration Book are al-
ready valid. Butter coupon No.
3 becomes good on March 27th.
Expiry date of all three coupons
is Xpril 30th, Each of these cou-
pons is good for 8 ozs. of butter.

No. 1 Ration Book

Consumers are reminded that
Sugar, Tea or Coffee coupons
in No. 1 Ration Book will not
be honored after March 3lst,
1943. If you have some of these
coupons left, and need these com-
;nodities, use them before April
st.
Ration Book No. 1 should also
contain Spare “C” coupons 10
to 26, as well as Spare “B” and
Spare “D” coupons. These were
ut in when books were issued
in July, 1942,—in case an emer-
gency should arise—but will not
be required.

Children Under
12 Years

Any child who has not reached
the full age of 12 years on March
1st, 1943, is not entitled to Tea
and Coffee coupons,

Final Checkup

Before discarding your old Ra-
tion Book compare the prefix
and number with that written on
your new Ration Book. If they
do not correspond as to letters
and figures send both books to
the nearest Ration Office for
correcti a pr " 4
measure, we recommend that you
save the cover of your old book
showing prefix and number which
will be yours for the duration.

Armed Forces
on Leave

Ration Cards may be obtained
by members of the Armed Forces
on leave of 5 days, or longer,
providing non-commissioned of-
ficers or men produce a leave
pass, and officers a letter from
their Officer Commanding.

When Leaving
Canada

The Rationing Orders require
that when a consumer ceases to
reside in Canada he shall send
his ratian book or card to the
nearest Ration Office.

Finally, apply a narrow ruffle,
Split the hem, turn in raw edges,
insert top of ruffle and stitch.

As for the curtains, measure
from top of window casing to
floor for finished length. For
width, allow at least 1% times
the space each curtain will cover.
