BERLIN CLAIMS LOUVAIN
NOT MUCH DAMAGED.

BERLIN, Sept. 20.—(via London)—
The Nord Aligemeine Zeltung pub-
lishes official dispatches from the Ger-
man administration of Louvain, stat-
ing that though from a fifth to a sixth
part of the city is in ruins most of the
public buildings have been preserv-
ed, including the beautiful city hall,
regarding which there has been gso
much discussion,

The despatches say the damage to
St. Peter's Cathedral was such that
the building can be restored easily,
and the art works were protected by
German soldiers. The German offi-
cers did everything possible to check
the fire. Many of the residents are
returning, and some of the shops have
been re-opened.

IF ALLIES WIN AT 'AISNE
FRANCE I8 CLEARED.

'LONDON, Beptember 19.—The - cor-
respondent of ''he London Times and
‘I'he Halifax Herald and The Hven-
ing Muil at Bordeaux, writesi— '

‘t'he success of the allies,
battle now raging, would probably
mean the clearance of the Germans
from Krench soil. Already’ in the
north and Lorraine and the Vosges,
the invader has disappeared. The Ger-
mans on the Aisne are fighting des-

perately to keep,their footing in
France.
The defeat of the Marne has not

caught' the enemy unprepared and
the formidable nature of the defense
works thrown up in anticipation of
a possible retreat,all along the pres-
ent front, particularly north of Cha-
lons, enable them to make aifirm
stand. The enemy’'s trenches north of
Chalons are a-yard deep with shell
shields every twenty yards and rest
chambers. The multiple lines of
trenches areflanked with further de-
fense woeks concealing mitrailleuses.
The trenches are covered with doors,
torn from houses and covered with
earth. The enemy have certainly . re-
ceived considerable reinforcements of
men and it is known that heavy guns
have been mounted.

All the enemy’s forces scattered a-
long the ;flanks have been concentrat-
ed to support the main army which
is now confronted with two alterna-
tives, to gain the victory, or to
make a final retreat.
The (iermans have their backs  to
the wall, and on'the third day the
battle issue is still uncertain and the
position of the opposing armies un-
changed.
News is to hand from Nancy that
the inhabitants of the Lorraine cap-
ital were ready to sacrifice their
city, which is practically without
fortified defenses, and it has always
been imagined that it would ‘be one
of the first towns to fall into  the
hands of the enemy.

LEMBERG PANIC STRICKEN
WHEN RUSSIANS CAME.

LONDON, September 18.—An ac-
count of the capture of Lemberg as
given by an English engineer who
had just arrived in Petrograd from
Lemberg, is contained in a despatch
to the Central News from its Petro-
grad correspondent:

“Panic broke out in the city on the
approach’ of the Russian army,” the
engineer 'is quoted as saying. The
entire Austrian administration fled
precipitately. No defence of the town
was attempted. The Russians gave
the demoralized Austrian military au-
thorities three days in which to
evacuate the city. s
“On the third day as the appointed
time approached, Russian scout aero-
planes appearéd over the city, watch-
ing for the departure of the Austrians.
