sand which will not likely be leased

until the more suitabie bottom has,
been taken.
The plans of Richmond Bay were

advertised in October 17, and on Nov-
ember 20th the ‘end of the time al-
lowed for receiving applications it
was found that about 250 persons had
applied for ground.

When the applications overlapped
adjustments were made the plots tak-
en were marked off on the charts and
a second advertisement made in
which applicants were restricted to
persons in the province but this time
not to 5 acres. This resulted in some
30 more applications being made but
usually for larger tracts of ground.
During the winter 1912-13 advant-
age was taken of the ice accurately
to determine the corners of the leas-
ed grounds as far as possible and cor-
ner stones with sunken buoys were
put down beneath the ice.

In the summer of 1913 surveys were
made of St. Peters Bay, Pownal Bay,
Orwell Bay, New London Bay, Cas-
cumpec Bay, Bentinck Cove, Barbara
Weit River, Indian River, Oyster
Cove, Shipyard River and Tryon River.
By the end of 1913 there were leas-
ed 5,000 acres, the greater part
which is in Richmond Bay.

About 2,500 barrels of seed
oysters were imported from United
States.

These oysters varies in size from
year olds % an inch in diameter to
4 years olds, 4 ins. in diameter.

CANNING GRAPES WITHOUT
SUGAR.

I have canned grapes without sugar
for three years, and never lost a can,
and this year there is surely more of
an incentive than ever for doing it. As
we do not like the seeds in the grapes,
1 separate the pulp and skins, oil the
pulp and put through a colander, then
add to the skins and boil about five
minutes before putting in the cans,
which have been thoroughly steriliz-
ed. I always use a self-sealing jar
which has a brass cap with the rubber
attached, and-is-put on by simply pres-
sing down on can.—Corr. Rural New
Yorker.

CHILI SAUCE.

Peel and chop one fine onion, and
six large tomatoes, add one green
sweet Spanish pepper and one small
hot chili pepper, chopped; then season
with one cupful of vinegar, one table-
spoonful salt, two tablespoonfuls
brown sugar, one tablespoonful each
of ground ginger, cinnamon, cloves
and black pepper, and half a nutmeg.
Boil slowly until very thoroughly
cooked, then hottle and seal when
cold.
