While we want
to have that stand-by, we have
not a stand-by at the present time,
and what is the alternative? The
measure which needs to be taken is
the bullding of a new boat, and the
bullcing of a new boat as soon as
possible. But in the meantime,
what? The situation is simply this,
that we have there icebreakers not
far away. If there were a serious
breakdown in connection with that
service, in the wintertime, I say
to the people of Prince Edward Is-
land as I say to this house, what
you would have to do is to have an
icebreaker there and cargo boats in
order to carry the cargo. But we
also have a stand-by at Canso in
the shape of the second boat there,
anc I am told that technical ex-
perts find that, of all the boats
available, the Scotia is procably the
best of the very limited supply the
government has as a stand-by in
connection with that service.
