against Kimberly they might weeks
ago have been in pssession of rhat
large city with the priceless treasures
of its diamond “mines and hoarded
stores of gems.

Kimberly may be now, and prob-
ably i, strong enough to stand a
prolonged siege, but it certainly was
in no position to do so
when the war  begsn. How
easily it has beenisolated by the Boers
and cut off from help is now elearly
seen. Its capture would have added
vastly more to Dutch prestige than
the taking of all the smaller towns of

| Natal and even of Pietermaritzburg

itself, and could probably have been
effected weeks ago with less foice and
less loss of life than has been expen-
ded in the fruitless -bombardment’
of Lndysmith.

It is equally clear thas the capture!
of Kimberly would have done more!
than almost any other easily won
success to induce the Africander popu-
lation of Northern Cape Colony and
Bechuanaland to rise and assist their
brethren of the two repnblics. The
Dutch population * of Natal is
bu: small, while the people
of Dutch descent in Cape
Colony are more numerous than those
of the same race in the Transvaal and
Orange State taken together. It was
 therefore in this quarter that a bril-
liant success would have promised
most in securing active sympathy and
help as well as the prestige and the
treasure which would have come with
the se'zure of Kimberly.

An attazk in strong force and with
heavy artillery made weeks ago would
almost certainly have given the Boers
possession of the Diamon~ Town, but
the opportunity was let slip by.
Meanwhile General White has been
able to hold.them at bay in Nerthern
Natal long enough for Bu'ler's army
eorps to arrive, check turther ad-
vances in that quarter and in all pro-
bability to secare the safetv of Kim-
.berly, There have been some mis-
jtakes on the British side but we may
congramlate ourselves that the enemy
has by no means made the most of the
great advantages which he posseesod
at the beginning of the campaign.
