Canada Out
Of Olympic
Hockey Picture

ZURICH, Switzerland, Sept. 7 —
(CP)—Canada  apparently bowed
OMt of the 1948 Olympic  hockey
plctare tonight after refusing
point-blank to accept amateur rul-
es as laid down by the Internation-
al Olympic committee,

Canada, represented by George
Dudley of Midland, Ont. secretary
of the Canadian Amateur Hockey
Assoclation, was the lone dissenter
as an extraordinary congress of the
International Ice Hockey Feder-
ation passed 13-1 a resolutlon,
tabled Saturday by the Swiss Fec-
eration, asking acceptance of the
Olympic amateur rules.

Dudley, who said Saturday
C.AH A, was prepared to “stand
or fall” on its definition of an
amateur as a player who does nct
sign a professional contract, also
blocked the way for any . other
sports organization in Canada to
send a team to the winter Olympics
at St. Moritz in February.

He proposed a motion, which
passed with only Belgium opposing
it, saying that “only a team dele-
gated by the C.A.HA, as a mem-
ber of the ILLH.F. will take part
in the 1948 Olympics.”
