The session of the Canadian Par-
liament in 1924 was chiefly .

wide changes in the Bank Act,
forced in some degree by the un-
settled condition prevalent among
the smaller banking houses, and hy
the failure of the Home Bank, The
major  fight, however, centreq
around the tarift,

With the government forces in
the minority, and bereft of the ser-
vices of Rt. Hon. W, 8. . Fielding,
