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Note Alleges Russians are Being Expelled
from Bulgaria on Charge of Sovietism.
Sofia Makes No Reply

MOSCOW, Aug. 17. —Russia is
gradually working into 3 mnew
monetary system, based upon act-
ual values in gold or negotiable
securities, which promises soon to
eliminate the  bhillions of  paper
rubles now flooding the country.

At the present time a dual mone-
tary system prevalils, the one based
upon the new standard, the other
upon paper emission.

The new money, known as ‘“‘cher-
ovonetsa,” _the old Russian name
for gold pieces, is paper currency
issued by the state bank in units
equals in value to ten gold rubles
of the pre-war issue, and supposed-
ly redeemable in ‘gold upon pre-
sentation. !

Silver coins, in ruble and frac-
tional denominations, have been
minted, but not yet issued. The
financial authorities are awaiting
the time when “cherovonetsa” are
in general circulation to issue the
silver money which will replace
the present ruble paper as frac-
tions of the state bank notes.

‘American, English, French,
Dutch and other currencies are
now in free and general circulation
in Moscow, but gradually find their
way back into the state bank
which, whenever possible to per-
suade clients to accept it, pays out
the ‘‘Cherovonetsa” in order to ac-
custom the people to - their use.
They are well made notes on excel-
lent paper, slightly larger than
American currency.
