When in June, 1887, this second trial
was brought to a olose and the conference,
sitting at Marysville, was about to aoct
upon the verdict of its court of trial and
pronounce sentence of expulsion, Me.
Currie was in Fredericton—three miles
distant moving the supreme court to
restrain the conference; while the con-
ference itself was momentarily looking for
the writ of the court to arrive. When,
however, the court hesitated and Me.
Currie perceived that any action it might|.
take would be too late to serve his pur-
pose, instead of being in his place in the
conference he lingered about the court in
Fredericton, hoping sgainst hope, and
satified himself with sending a note, that
was read to the conference, urging delay
to afford him an opportunity to present
new evidence. But evidently he then
had more faith in the supreme court than
in his new evidence.

For five years the matter rested in
silence, and it would have been allowed'to
continue so, had not Mr. Currie forced it
upon public attention under the old plea
of a new trial to enable him to present
new evidence. In pursuance of this ob-
ject, he published in July, in the Shel-
burne Budget, of which he is the editor,
an editorial to the effect that the offence
of which he had been found guilty, and
for which he had been expelled the con.
ference, had first been charged against the
Rev. R. 8. Crisp, by whom said charge
had been diverted to him.
