ference are we o draw from this?
What is insinuated, if not openly
stated, by those who declared, as
Premier King declared, that
the Robb Tariff is-the best for Can-
ada? It is simply that our niapu-
fhcturers are bleeding the people
by overcharging for their goods,
that our farmers are getting too
much for their produce. Hence the
“best policy for Canada” is one
which. like the Robb Tariff, will
ermiit foreign manufacturers to
come, in with their goods, and un-
dersell .Canadian made goods, and
permit foreign farmers and specul-
ators to bring in their farm pro-
ducts and undersell ours.

If it were trne that Canadian
manufacturers and farmers are ex-
tortioners and bleeders of the peo-
ple, if it were true that Canadians
needed protection against their own
monopolistic manufacturers and
farmers there would be some de-
fence for the Robb Tariff. But the
very reverse of thig is true. Our
manufacturers by patient and of-
ten unprofitable effort succeeded,
under the National Policy. in build-
ing up industries and industrial
centres which gave employment to
thousands and afforded a home
market for 80 per cent of all' our
farm products. As a regult of the
abandonment of this policy and the
substitution * of ¢he Robb Taritt,
hundreds of these industrial cen-
tres have ‘been' depopulated and
