‘The Agricultural Products Mar-
keting Act amod second reading
in the Legislature yesterday. The
bill had met with strong opposition
when it was first brought before
the House on a previous occasion.
The act provides for the control and
regulation of transportation, pack-
ing, storage and marketing of na-
tural products within the Province.
Mr. Mustard, the promoter, ex-
plained that the bill had been re-
drafted and in its present form is
a copy of legislation which had been
passed in British Columbia and de-
clared intra vires,

When the House opened at 11.15,
the Speaker made the following
announcement: “Gentlemen-of the
Legislature, it 1s my sad duty this
morning to announce the passing
of an honored and respected mem-
ber of this Assembly. The repre-
sentative of the Second District of
Queen’s, Mr. Angus McPhee, died
this morning.”

Commenting on thie death of the
late Mr. McPhee, Premier Camp-
bell, “I am sure every member of
this Legislature regrets to hear the
announcement of Mr, McPhee's
death. All the members knew him
for a considerable number of
years.

“He was long assoclated with the
farmers, the business life and the
public life of this Province.
